Ontario Legislature.
After some routine business in the 

Assembly on Tuesday, the Bill to 
amend the Election Law was passed 
through Committee. A provision is 
made in it that the trial of the peti­
tion against the defeated candidate, 
and that against the sitting member, 
can take place at the same time. 
The Bill for voting by ballot at mu­
nicipal ^elections was also passed 
through committee, and in answer to 
a question, Mr. Mowafc said it would 
be impossible to bring it into opera­
tion at the next election.

The Supplementary Estimates 
were brought down. These amount 
to only 830,081 15, and are made up 
of unimportant items.

Bribing thb Press.—More than one 
dirty transaction has been brought 
to light by the Rykert investigation. 
Olio of the latest and worst is the 
confession made by Mr. John Car­
ling that while a Director of the 
Great Western Railway he had paid 
out $2,000 to two editors in Toronto 
for their support in trying to defeat 
the Southern Railway Bill. Of this 
sum $1,000 went to the editor of the 
Telegraph—now dead, and as regards 
the other $1,000, he refused to say 
to whom it was paid. Inconsequence 
ol this refusal the Committee de­
cided* to report the facts to the 
House, so that it might take action. 
Later in the day Mr. Charles Belford, 
now of the Mail, but formerly of thé 
Leadct-, was examined as to this 
money, and he also refused to give 
any reply till the House had decided 
whether Mr. Carling would be com­
pelled to answer. Mr. Jas. Beaty, of 
the Leader, has issued a card under 
liis own signature, denying any 
knowledge of this nefarious trans- 
action, so that the blame r?sts with 
those who were writing for the 
Leader at the time. We hope both 
Carling and Belford will be com­
pelled to answer the questions put 
to them, that the guilt may he 
brought home to the right parties.

Reciprocity Treaty.—-The Montreal 
Herald has good reason to believe 
tha t the sliding scale clause in the 
Reciprocity Treaty, about which so 
niuen has been said and written, has 
been eliminated Ly the Government 
so that goods mentioned in sclie 
dules will be placed in the free list 
of the Reciprocity Treaty on both 
sides of the line. If this is true one 
of the strongest objections urged 
against the Treaty will be removed, 
and it will go far to disarm any op­
position which otherwise might be 
urged against it. At a political 
meeting in Montreal the other night 
Mr. Glenc’enning. a manufacturer, 
said he approved of the Treaty, tind 
stated that a lumber merchant doing 
an extensive business at St.Johns, in 
formed him recently that if it passed 
he would at once erect the largest 
votton mills in America on the banks 
of the St. John River. He was as­
sured of a market of forty millions, 
and of obtaining labor more cheaply 
than his American competitor.

Tub Halton Election Trial.—-This 
case was soon disposed of. Mr. Chis­
holm was not present, but his coun­
cil admitted bribery by one of his 
agents, and evidence having been ad 
<1 need to prove that, a flagrant case 
was at once given, and the Judge 
thereupon unseated Mr. Chisholm. 
We should think that the unseated 
member, after the double dealing 
he has practised will have no 
chance of re-election, even if he 
tries. We hope that the Reform 
Convention, which meets on the loth 
will succeed in bringing out a good 
popular Reformer, who will redeem 
the County from the grasp of the 
Conservatives. -

Kingston. — Tkc Conservatives of 
Kingston have again nominated Sir 
John Macdonald, and they are to 
wait on him to day to ask his accept­
ance of the nomination,

Mr. Knowles, secretary of the Cheese 
Fa lory, made a few remarks. He recom­
mended dairy fanning as being necessary 
t > recuperate our worn-out soils ; and 
that in average years it will pay well. 
Notwithstanding the late dry season, 
from the milk of four cows $1‘2S was .re­
alized, and good common cows were as 
*j(,od.and sometimes better than thorough

« >f course the past season being so-dry, 
the proceeds were not so good as could 
hav e been expected.

Mr. Glennie finds from his experience 
that the milk required to make one 
poiiml of butter will make three pounds 
o', cheese. That where we could get 
within the limits of a ehcesc factory, it 

. would pay to send the mill; there, but 
on account of the late dry seasons wc

grow more forage crops, such as 
Indian corn, &c., for keeping upasupply 
or feed for the cows, when the pastures 
fail.

Mr. Kirkland found great difficulty in 
getting the grass seeds to grow, and the 
farmers would be compelled to grow 
something for summer feed for their cows.

Mr. Buchanan said he had milked 
twelv-e cows this summer, and that in 
some seasons lie had got as much from 
six rows as he had done from the twelve 
thi = one, and had it not been for tho 
sw amps his cattle would have starved, 
and his intention was to grow Indian 
com to cut grêen for his cows next 

Alin mer.
