Warwick, Quebec, Dec. 26.—The four 

little children of Alphonse Baril, a lead­
ing merchant of this place, were burned 
to death at their home here on Saturday 
evening. The children had gone to bed 
early in order that they might get up 
early to see what Santa Claus had 
brought for them. During the evening 
Mr. Baril, accompanied by Mrs. Baril, 
went to the cellar, carrying a lantern. 
Immediately there was a terrific explosion 
from escaping gas, which set Madame 
Baril’s clothes on fire. With difficulty 
Mr. Baril rescued his wife, who was 
badly burned. In the meantime the fire 
spread upstairs, where Mr. Baril’s four 
children, three girls and a boy, were all 
in bed, full of excitement as to what 
Christmas would bring them.

The force of the explosion hurled the 
lad out of the building, killing him out- 
right. The three children were engulfed 
in the flames and speedily burnt to 
death, despite the heroic efforts of the 
father, who received severe burns in his 
attempts to save them.

The building was completely destroyed, 
and the calcined remains of the three 
children were discovered after the fire­
men had extinguished the flames. Madame 
Baril also suffered such injuries that her 
life is despaired of.

The quadruple funeral occurred tin’s 
afternoon, and was attended by practi­
cally all the people of the village.
