Report on Live
Stock in B.C.

Department of Agriculture st
Ottawa Issues a Paper on
the Subject.

Farmers Are Raising Improved
Classes of Horses and
Cattle.

Following is an extract from a re-
port by the live stock branch of the
department of agriculture at Ottawa,
for the year ending October 31, 1905:

“In the spring of 1905 two members
of the staff were sent to British Col-
umbia to 'assist the provincial depart-
ment of agriculture in institute work.
The districts visited were those con-
sidered most in need of help. ' The
subjects taken up were chiefly relative
to fruit growing, road making and ani-
mal husbandry. A large number of
meetings were held and as a rule were
well attended. Keen interest was
shown in the addresses, which invari-
ably elicited lively discussions.

“In these districts beef raising is
the general.industry, with here and
there a dairy farm. Hogs and shezp
are also  raisefi. en. a" limited . scale,
chiefly for local consumption. In the
Nicola . uake district especially - the
cattle raisers have made good prog-
ress, and judging from their herds

hey Have High Ideals

regarding the beef type. . The cattle
raised are chiefly Shorthorn and Here-
ford grades, brought up to the present
standard by the use of pure bred sires;
but here, as well as in some other
districts visited, there are evidences
of faulty methods in breeding and feed-
ing. Many of the ranchers keep sires
too long in their herds, resulting in
much inbreeding and breeding from
immature females. Cross breeding is
also resorted to where it would have
been better to have adhered to one
breed. The faulty methods in feeding
are confined chiefly to lack of provision
for sufficient winter supplies of fodder.
The delegates dwelt especially on the
importance of remedying these evils,

“The sheep as a rule ‘are out of very
indifferent quality and in only a few
cases are breeders improving or in-
creasing their stock, although many
districts are admirably adapted to the
industry,

Improved Classes of Horses

“Here and there the farmers are
raising improved classes . of horses.
The brisk demand that exists especially
at the Coast would seem to warrant
an increased attention to this branch
of stockK raising,

“In September Mr, F. M. Logan was
sent to British Columbia for the pur-
Dose of acquiring an insight into con-
ditions affecting live stock in the prov-
Ince. Mr. Logan is acting in con-
Junction with the provincial depart-
ment of agriculture,

“At the instance of thisg branch Mr.
George H. Greig, a membor of this
staff, resident in ‘Winnipeg, induced
Manitoba breeders to exhibit at the
Dominion exhibition held at New
Westminster, The breeders responded
by sending six carloads of their ani-
mals, which made a marked impression
on the live stock exhibit at the fair”

Ping Suey of the China Mutual

The largest fleet of ocean steamers
that has been seen at the outer dock in
a similar penjod for months is due to
arrive within the next week. The steam-
er Ping Suey of the China Mail line is
the first of a fleet of seven which will
reach the ocean docks within the next
week to discharge cargo. The Ping
Suey is bringing a large amonnt of gen-
eral freight for Victoria merchants, in-
cluding material for a new steel steam-
er to be built at Esquimalt for the Do-
monion government and she will load a
Leavv shipment of salmon for England
before leaving this port. The Ping
Suey is expected to reach port today or
tomorrow. The steamer Hazel Dollar
of the Dollar line of tramp steamers is
the next vessel expected, being due on
Sunday from San Frauncisco with 750
tons of sulphur from Hakodate, Japan,
for the Victoria chemical works. Robert
Dollar, head of the steamship firm own-
ing this line, is coming to ictoria on
the steamer, and it is nnderstood that he
will leave shortly for Japan to investi-
gate the case of the British steamer M.
8. Dollar of this port, which was captuar-
ed by a Japanese ‘warship and confiscat-
ed for carrying contraband. He wil'.
it is said, endeavor to buy in the vessel
if she is sold by the Japanese. The
Hazel Dollar had a very rough voyage
from Japan to San Francisco. The
Steamer was out of Hakodate only one
day when the gales were encountered,
and after that there was hardly a- day
}lhat the big vessel was not rolling heav-
ily.

The Centre of the Storm

area was entered on November 30. ‘It
was a northwest rale, and the seas roll-
ed over the vessel continually, For two
days the Hazel Dollar struggled with
the gale, and an idea of the severity of
the storm can be obtained when, in that
time, she did not make much over 100
miles.

NORTHERN GOLD STORY.

Chilkoot Jack Says Landing Uncov-
ered Riches.

The Sitka correspondent of the Seat-
tle Pogst-lntelligencer sends his paper the
following: Chilkoot Jack brings to Sitka
a story of a new gold digcovery. He
Is an aged native, widely known from
Ketchikan to Unalaska. He told his story
to Col. George Kostrometinoff, who for
years: was the government’s interpreter
ir all its transactions with the Indiaus
of southeastern Alaska. He is the rep-
resentative of the Russian government
in Alaska, one of the oldest inhabitants
of Sitka and a man of unquestioned
veracity. He repeated Chilkoot Jack’s
story to the correspondent of the Post-
Intelligencer, and, according to his state-
'ment, this is the first news of the find.

Every year for generatjons the Stick
Indians of southeastern Alaska go up
the Stickine river from Wrangel to trade
with the Indians who live in the interior
of British Columbia, They made their
usual trip this year, but had to go far-
ther than in previous years, because the
interior Indians had retreated before the
advance of the white man. The trail
was up the Stickine nearly to its Source,
then down a small’ stream which s
known to the Indians as Diss creek.
About twenty miles from. this creek
they found the Indians with whom they
traded, but they had no time for trade.
Thev were all engaged. in packing off
immense quantities of gold in big and
little nuggets. Every effort was made

Obtained Diplomas
At Normgl School

Fifty-Five Students Successful
at the First Preliminary
8ession,

Interview With Princlpsl Burns
Who Is Now In the

City, '

Fifty-five students obtained diplo-
mas at the first preliminary session of
the provincial normal school on Wed-
nesday last. The Colonist is re-
Quested by William Burns, B. A., of|
Vancouver, principal of the Normal |
school, to state that the advanced
session will commence on the 8th of
January and that it is requisite for all
intending students to fill up and re-
turn.an application form for¢admis-
sion. * These forms can be obtained
by applying to Mr. Burns, adgressed
to Vancouver.

Speaking last night to a Colonist
representative, Mr. Burns said: “The
change inaugurated in ‘the Normal
school system may be briefly ex-
plained as follows: The period of
Normal school study demanded of
those who desire to teach in this
province is divided into two sessions,
namely, the préliminary, from August
to the middle of December, and the
advanced, from January to June. ‘The
first entitles the successful student to
teach ‘for three years from date of
issue,’ thus corresponding in a great
measure to the model schbol diploma
of other provinces of the Dominion.
The second entitles the successful
student to teach ‘for life’ Evidently
then the holder of an advanced session
diploma must possess a non-profes-
sional certificate also valid for life, or,
in other words, at least a second-class
non-professional certificate of British
Columbia. It may also be added that
sonly teachers who have taught satis-
factorily in the province, or who hold
model school certificates of other
provinces or preliminary certificates of
this province, are eligible to attend.

department,” he concluded.

‘A Seattle despatch says: In discussing
the attitude of the British Colambia can-
nerymen relative to barring - Americans
from purchasing Sockeye saimon on the
Fraser river, Frank Wright of the Carl-
isle Packing Company sald:

“‘American canneérymen should ?t least
be prohibited from buying fish from the
Fraser river lke the salmon that were
purchased of the late run last séason. As
far as prohibiting ‘American cannerymen
from buying Fraser river salmon, I believe
that as many sockeyes ‘are bought on this
side of the boupdary by British Columbia
caunerymen as Puget Sound packers pur-
chase from the river fishermen.

Poor Fish From Fraser

‘“The lnige number of poor sockeyes that
were packed at the latter part of ‘'ast
seagon -all came from the Fraser river,
and if' the Puget Sound canneérymen had
been prohjbited from buying in British®*Col-
umbia, we would have heen better off, as
the sockeye market will undoubtedly be
damaged to a certain extent by the -poor
quality of fish.

“The late run of sockeyes, which cansed
80 much speculation, occurs to @ certaln
extent every four years, but last season
was the Heaviest run of this fish that has
been known onm 'the river, It is believed
that the poor salmon are fish that have
been up the river, failed to #pawn and
:ri returning to the ocean when they are
aken,

Do Not Enforce Import- Duty

“British Colambia cannerymen are able
to buy fish on the American side of the
boundary cheaper than we can €0 to the
Fraser and buy, as the Canadian <customs
officers do-not enforce the duty when salm-
on are taken from this side of the boun-
dary, but fish purchased on the Fraser and
brought 16 Puget Sound are assessed a
duty of a cent a pound. The only way
American ‘canneries have of
duty is by securing a rebate, if the salmon
are exported, after they are packed.”

Many Barristers
Are Summonsed

Lawyers Charged With Non-Pay-
ment of Revenue Tax of
Ten Dollars.

Man Came to Buy Holly and
Lost $510—Chinese Forger
Is Caught,

Seven well known legal lights may
be called upon to appear in the police
court within the next few days unless
the sum of $10 is forthcoming to
satisfy the demands of Charles Kent,
city treasurer. The city imposes a
tax of $10 on barristers, each firm
being assessed that amount. The
lawyers whose shingle held but their
own name pointed out that it was not
fair to tax them the same amount as a
big firm composed of lawyers with
five or six barristers. The city treas-
urer called upon them to pay, but the
“X’s” were not forthcoming at the civic
treasury, and now it is said the de-
linquent legal men are to be sum-
moned to appear before the police
magistrate to answer to the charge of
not paying their revenue taxes.

It -is probable that the summoned
lawyers will contest the case, as it !s
understood they claim the bylaw is
ultra vires. Moreoveér, the legal men
who have not paid the tax say they
do not propose to do so as long as
visiting barristers are allowed, to
practice occasionally in Victoria courts
without being called upon to’ pay.the
amount which has been levied against
them. One of the barristers sum-
moned on this account stated some
days ago that if summoned he would
80 to jail rather than pay.

Victoria, is famous on the Pacific
Coast for its holly, and many ship-
ments of the Christmas branches with
their ruddy berries are being made to
different cities on the coast. Agents
of Seattle and San Francisco firms
have of late visited the city to make
purchases on behalf of florists.

One of these agents, J. S. Cameron,
who was a guest at the Dominion
hotel while in this city, two days ago
reported to the city police that he had
lost a pocketbook containing $510,
which he had brought here to buy
holly for a San Franeisco firm. He
thought he had his pocket picked, he
said.

According to the story Gameron told
to Chief Langley, he went from the
Dominion Hotel to a residence in the
Rock Bay district to buy holly, and
when returning, while waiting for a
street car on the corner of Bridge
street and Rock Bay bridge, he met a
man who started a conversation with
him. When he returned to the hotel
he found his pocketbook and its con-
tents was missing. He could not ac-
count for its loss, he said, unless the
stranger to whom he had. spoken had
picked his pocket. That night the
agenf left for Seattle, and the day
aftér his departure Chief Langley re-
'celved a telegram from the San Fran-
cisco firm asking if their agent had
had his pocket" picked while in Vie-
toria. The chief replied that the agent
said so0.

Tong How, a ‘Chinese from Che-
mainus, was rudely' awakened when
dreaming of Nirvana under the influ-
ence of poppy juice in a Chinatown
-opilum joint yesterday. Detective
Macdonald and Constable O'Leary,
who had been searching Chinatown
for him, located him after the pipe
had fallen from his hands and he fell
into an opium sieep. They awak-
ened him to tell him they wanted him
for forgery.

Tong How came to Victoria armed
with two letters which he is alleged
to have forged.in the name of a Che-
mainus Chinese. The letters were
orders in fayvor of the bearer, one on
Wing Chong & Co. and the other on
Mong Kow. Tong How presented the
former and secured a new silk jacket
and some other clothes to make him
a Chinese Beau Brummel, as well as
$45 in cash. ' Then he went to the
opium den ‘to have a smoke before'he
presented the second order. This was
found in his pocket when arrested,
He has been charged with forgery,

There is much discussion over the ex-
periments now being made in New West-
minster by Mr. Windsor, who is secar-
ing the fresh fish here and canning them
in the Royal City. In the opinion of
many of the fishermen this is” the most
profitable way to place the fish on the
market.  Considerabie capital is re-
quired for this, though, but in course of
time, when the business permits it, the
Nanaimo men intend erecting canneries.

Capt. Jogerson, who has Successtully
operated in the canning business on the

raser for the past few years, is in Na-
naimo. ° He is said to have any amount
of capital back of him and will have a
finger in the herring business before
“many moons have passed. He holds or-
ders now through,Seattle agencies for an
almost unlimited quantity of barreled
-herring. It is believed that it is his in-
tention to prepare the fish for market
at his cannery on the mainland.

Men who understand the sitnation
thoroughly do not think that the number
of outsiders who propose buying the fresh
product here and barrelling and curing
elsewhere will do so long, it being their
opinion that in time they will all come
to Nanaimo to erect their plants, o
