Bach vietim
was lying as if asleep and an odor of chloro-
f_orm was noticeable when the bodies were
discovered, Mrs, White was also shot
through the left arm. No clue has yet

been discovered although tracks around
the house indicatcd that guard was placed
w‘hnle the murder was being perpetrated.
Crouch was a wealthy tarmer living seven
miles southwest of Jackson, aad owner of
an extensive sheep ranehe in Tekas, It is
ramored he had fust received about $50,000
from Texas in payment of sales made on
the ranche. Bankers here state no money
was deposited by Crouch, and it is presa

the money was in Crouch’s hands. Polly
was stopping at Crouch’s, having just come
rom Texas with a large amount
of money for the piirpose of buy-
ing blooded  stock, The theory
is that he (Polly) was followed from Texas
by the murderer, or mtrderers, for the pur-
pose of robbery, The house was thoroughly
ransacked and everything of value oarried
away. A young girl, an adopted daughter
of the Whites, and a negro aged 18 sleeping
upstairs, say they heard no firing, although
the negro says he heard a thumping noise
about the middle of the night, He thought
it was m'g;d b%tha fierce wind that was
blowing, rs. White was expected to be-
come a mother shortly. The murder caused
intense excitement, Hundreds of people
flocked to the tczne, .

A young negro named Boles has been ar-
rested avd jailed to await the result of the
coroner’s inquest to.morrow.

Some of
the deputation asserted that nearly all the
pames on the petition were bogus. Ald,
Pape and Leslie, who were on the deputa-
tion did not at all favor separate incorpora
tion, but annexation to the city of Toronto.
The council listened to all the speakers,
but did not take farther action, It is
pretty certain that it is only a matter of
time with Riverside till it becomes one of
