This'was the verdict returned by \the
coroner’s jury in the Williams murder case
at Cooksville yesterday. The ‘jury were
out 1 hour and 40 minutes. The delay in
their return was due to the fact that six
of the jurymen were av first oppodsed to
bringing in Buchard as an accessory.

Coroner Heggie commenced business at
12.30 promptly. . He started off by reading
to the jury a concise statement of the evi-
dence previously given. He then suggest-
ed that Crown Attorney McFadden address
the jury. Mr. Robinette, counsel for Mac-
Wherrell, claimed he should have the same
privilege. This*did not meet with the
coroner’s approbation and there was noth-
in&mou said about it. 3

he village hall was packed with the
same crowd as on previous occasions, with
the exception that there were more of the
fair sex present.

One of the first witnesses called was
Charles Long of Toronto, He did not re-
spond. Crown Attorney McFadden said he
would apply for a bench warrant and would
sce that it was obeyed.

Before the jury went out Crown Attorney
McFadden informed tham that in his opin-
ion MacWherrell and Walker were impli-
cated and principals in the crime, and that
Buchard was an accessory to the fact.

When the verdict of the jury was being
read the prisoners did not show any
agitation except Buchard, who seemed
to have an idea .that he wonld be
discharged.  Unfortunately for him the
jury did not take much stock in his story.
They thought it was too fluent and that he
was still keeping something back.

Keturns for 1893 Show a Decrease in
Béth Exports and Imports,

Loxpos, Jan. 10.—The Board of Trade
returns show that the total value ot British
exports to Canada for 1893 was £4,754,886,
a decrease of 1.27 per cent. on the exports
of 1892,

Raw materials were almost stationary,
but manufactures generally increased. Rail-
road iron exports increased £130.

The British imports from Canada for 1893
were valued at £10,164,317,/a decrease of
12.49 per cent.

Wheat and flour declined £614,000; cheese
inereased £82,000; oxen decreased £22,000;
butter decreased £60,000, and wood de-
creased £600,000.

Some Americans
would like to adopt a course that will lead
to the annexation of the islands, but others
besides the Hawaiiaus and the American
parties will bave something to say to that
solution of the question,

YELRY VAR FROM FREE TRADRE.

The Wilson Bill Is Pretty Stiff Protection,
Says The Londen Times, B

Loxpon, Jan, 10.—The Times, referring
to the ariff debate in the House of Repre-
sentatives, says:

“Looking at the lack of agreement among
the Democrats when they descend from
generalities to practical details, as exem-
plified in the debate on the silver legisla-
tion, it is not remarkable that the still more
complicated tariff bill is receiving a luke-
warmn support from a considerable section
of the party.

“The modifications already figde: in the
bill in order to concilia’e the firotective
Democrats represent in the aggregate what
in ordinary circumstances would be recog-
nized as a pretty 'stiff protectionist policy.
After its passage by the Senate it is doubt-
ful whether the bill will not emerge from
vhe ordeal in such a shape that nobody can
be expected to care very much whether it
ever becomes a law or not,”

A Long Journey to Hanest Finance.

The Standard says: *“*National . finance
in the United States has been Tammany
tinance on a large scale. ‘A long and pain-
ful journey must' now be taken by the
American people to return to  the honest
finance of old days, when the gentlemen
planters of the South governed the country,
not always wisely perhaps, butstill not as
robbers in possession of the national till.
The men who squandered $70,000,000 of
the public resources in four or five years
are not likely to be stopped by trifles. A
fierce and bitter, though possibly short,
fight for the right to continue stealing is,
therefore, in prospect, and victory is not,
at all points, certain for the reformers.
Until 1t is pretty well so the condition of
the Treasury must go from bad to worse,”

NOT LIKELY TO PASS,

The QOpinion of The London Globe on the
Wilson Tariff Bill,

Loxpox, Jan. 10.—The Globe comments
on the letter of Andrew Carnegie to The
New York Tribune, written just prior to
his departure last week, in which he argued
for various reasons in favor of the accept-
ance of the Wilson Tariff bill. The paper
agrees with the reasons advanced by Mr.
Carnegie, and adds that the time has
arrived for a Democratic-Republican com-
promise.

The Alberin Ranches,

Prof. McEachran, who has just returned
from a trip to the Northwest, sends a re-
port to thie Department of Agriculture 1n
which he says: “I found everything at the
ranches in Alberta very encouraging owing
to the spell of mild weather supervening in
an unusually bad fall. The cattle have
begnn to put on flesh sagain, and
durinpg my _ visit, from Dec. 27 to
Jun, 3, we had very fine weather. We had
just sufficient snow to make the stock in a
measure independent of running water.
Both horses and cattle are 1n a favorable
condition to pass through the remainder of
the winter. The extensive sales by the
ranchmen during the past summer
having put money again in circulation,
it requires but reasonable encouragement
and protection against encroachments on
the ranches to induce the ranch companies
to continue vheir operations.

Tarift Conference,

The Ministers of Finance and Trade and
Commerce, together with the Controllers of
Customs and Inland Revenue, are still hard
at work at the tariff, and are understood to
have made considerable progress in the
digesting at the great quantity-of evidence
taken at the conferences with the farmers
last summer. They are now endbavoring
to get some information from the manufac-
turers as to their view ot the question, and
to-day bad a conference with Messrs, D
Morrice, A. F. Gault and C. D. Owen of
Montreal representing the cotton industry.,
The conference was private, both the
Ministers and the delegates declining
to make any statement, but the
interview is said to have been
pleasant and sgreeable on both sides,
and the question of lowering' the, duties on
cotton goods or allowing them to remain as
they are was fully and frankly discussed.
The deputation of representatives of the
woolen interests, headed by Mr. Rosamond,
M.P., which lately had & conference with
the Government, has been invited to
return to-morrow and further discuss
the question with the representatives of
the Government.

He had several
interviews with his son and may return
before the close of the trial, but it is very
trying to him to be in court and at the
hotel, where nothing else is talked of but
the chances of his son being conyicted.

Hooper Indifferent at His Wite’s Denth,

Arthur - Dunn, news agent, first saw
accused in the baggage car between Lan-
oraie and Lavaltrie. gI)e::eaued was sitting
near prisoner, ‘‘Next time I saw them 1t
was near Terrebonne, and as I entered
the car this time 1 saw the woman lying on
the floor of the car, Prisoner was giving
the woman something to driuk from a tin
cup. Robitaille took up the woman’s hand
and rubbed it. Robitaille told the prisoner
not to pour the stuff into her mouth or he
would choke her, and prisoner replied:
‘Oh, that won’t hurt her ! I saw bubbles
coming from her mouth.” “Did the
prisoner express. any grief?” “1 did not
hear any.”

The next witness was Philippe Dion,
baggageman, ‘‘Prisoner didNgothing to belp
the. woman after pouring the water i. to her
mouth, He looked indifferent. The way
he acted I thought he was a stranger to the
woman.” Cross-examined, “Did you
notice any odor from this liquid he was
pouring on her face?” “‘I did not. Isaw

risoner pour the liquid on the woman’s
orehead but not on her lips.”

Put Her on the Floor to Die,

Mr. Doguay, tankman at Terrebonne,
helped carry deceased from the train to the
station on Sept. 18. When she was dying
prisoner was walking about the room, He
did not assistyor ask nnﬁono to assist her
when she wag dying. Hesaid her name was
Georgisna Lablanc and that she was a
stranger and that he was taking her to the
hospital.} He appeared indifferent when
lshe died. Dr. Ducheneau was sent for and
examined the body. The body was put in
a coffin before the doctor was sent for. The
prisgner did not at.any time show any in-
terest in the woman ot try to help her in
any way, *‘The only sympathy he showed
was when he told me to put her on the floor
to die.”

The Dootor Oertifled to Heart Failare,

Dr. Joseph Alfred Ducheneau of Terre-
bonne deposed that on Sept. 18 prisoner
came to his house and asked him to see a
woman who was dead at the station,
Prisoner said she had died in a fainting fit
and that she had been subject to heart
disease, . 1 examined the body and
lifo was extinet., F¥rom what prisoner
told me she had died from heart disease,
and I gave him a certificate of death from
supposed heart failure, Prussic acid has a
strong odor of almonds, When I opened
the woman’s mouth I did not notice any
such smell.

Wilfred Constant, constable at Terre-

| bonne, deposed that he saw the prisoner at

the station where the body was, Prisoner
said his name was McDonald, Early next
morning he sent mie to get some high wines
to preserve the body. I got it and prisoner
poured it between the woman’s teeth,

Madame Viau, hotelkeeper at Terrebonne,
deposed she had sold high wines to the wit-
ness, Court adjourned.

TRISH TIRED OF AGITATION,|

PEASANTRY ENCOURAGED BY LAST
YEAR'S HARVEST.
LSl T &
Sluc; 1826 Ireland Has Not Had & Better
Yield Than in 1898-The Year Was
One of the NMost Penooful and Pros-
perous of the Century—Signs of Ma-
terinl Prosperity.

Loxpox, Jan. 10,—Under the caption,
«Ireland in 1893,” The Times says that the
yoar was oue & the most peaceful and pros-
perous of the century. ‘Bince 1826 there
has been no better agricultunl season, and
the people have been ireer from distress.
True, the total cultivated area decreased by
5305 ucres devoted to ocereals and 21,236
acres devoted to green crops, yet the
drought bad not been so geverely felt in
Ireland as in England. The result was that
the harvest was saved in good condition.
The earlier intake will more than compen-
sate for the deficiency 1n acreage.

The abundant yield of sound potatoes has
quieted and encouraged the peasantry, who
are heartily tired of agitation. The Times
adds that there are many signs of the
material and moral bettering of the people.
