REVISING THE ESTIMATES. -

Nearly $10,000 Increase in Cost of Market
. and Crematories, .

The Committee on Property spent yes-
terday afternoon revising the estimates.
The total as submitted onl Feb. 8 was
$567,6756. Yesterday $6695 was struck
‘off, leaving the total $9719 more than
those passed last year. The eéntire in-
“crease is on account of markets and
crematories. “The chief items struck out
yesterday were $5275 for docks and: illu-
minated dials at Ossingtom, Cowan and
Bolton-avenues, and $600 for shed at
Portland-street firehall. The sum of $150
was inserted for repairs at Brock-avenue
firehall, and $400 in sundry amounts
was docked from the $1422 the commis-
sion had estimated for the City Hall.

The jail estimates are $23,750, the
same as last year. Under the heading
of fire escape for female prisoners $800
had been inserted, This was left in abey-
ance until a report from the Inspector
of Prisons has been received on the merits
of an automatic escape in use at Ham-
ilton Asylum, the cost of which would
not probably be more than $400. The
proposed additions to the governor’s
house and an increase of matrons’ salar-
jes also await more prosperous times.
The official salaries of the regular staff
_were passed at $10,050, with an addi-
tional $3860 for extra guards.

Inspector Awde’s estimates for the de-
partment of licenses, food and markets

than last year. This total does not in-
clude Mr. Awde’s salary of $1425.
