tion whatever the unmanly assault he made 

Fitzsimmons when backed up by :i num­
ber olPadherents In Philadelphia a few <iu>s 
ago, or his timorous conduct when dared 
to an impromptu battle by Charles Mitchell 
at Miner’s Theatre two years ago. These, 
with other Incidents of a similar nature, 
which have come to my knowledge merely 
form links in the chaintor argument which 
go to prove the theory a have formed.

“ I have made a study of Corbett, the 
man—put him through a physical and men­
tal diagnosis, so to speak, and thro igh this 
means, and this alone, have arrived at the 
conclusion given above. Corbett came to 

for treatment a few months prior to 
his contest with John L. Sullivan. I am 
violating no confidence when I say that, 
among other things, he was possessed of 
an abnormally high-strung nervous system, 
which I discovered to be the source of his 
greatest weakness. This nervous energy 
gave him wonderful quickness of foot, yet 
it detracted from his physical strength.

■Ionian Mode a Coward of Courtney.
_ “ As a crisis of any kind would approach, 
Corbett would become so nervous that he 
actually seemed on the verge of iirostra- 
tlon. He reminded me for ah the world of 
the herculean oarsman, Charles E. Covrt- 
ney of Ithaca, N.Y., late trainer of the 
Cornell College crew. Courtney, who was 
at one time -invincible, it will be remember­
ed, would be overcome with nervous pros­
tration as the hour approached for a con­
test with a foeman worthy of his steel. 
This was notably the case in his races 
with Hanlan at Chautauqua Cake and at 
Washington. With an adversary whom he 
knew positively he could defeat he would 

experience those prostrations. So with 
Corbett.

Texas Meat arcs to Step the Fight.
Austin, Oct. 1.—The presence of a 

quorum being established In both 
Houses of the Texas Legislature, the 
Governor’s message was thereupon 
laid before the. two bodies. It was 
short and decisive as to his attitude 
concerning prize fighting In general, 
and the proposed contest between Cor­
bett and Fitzsimmons in particular. 
The Governor reviewed the past leg­
islation relating to. Pîjze fighting, 
which sport he characterized as bru­
tal and demoralizing and 'denounced 
by every State in the Union. He en­
umerated the States which-have enact­
ed laws making prize fighting a fel­
ony and urged that such laws should 
be operative from their passage. He 
referred to the opposition to the Em­
ergency bill, because Of the large 
amount of money Involved by the 
managers of the Florida A.C. and said 
that such opposition was characteris­
tic of such an exhibition.

The first step in the direction of leg­
islation Inimical to prize fighting was 
taken In the Senate by Mr. Lewis of 
San Antonio, who Introduced a bill 
which is understood to reflect the 
views of the Administration. It pro­
vides that any person who engages 
in a pugilistic encounter between man 
and man. or a fight between a man 
and any animal, upon the result of 
which money is wagered, shall be 
deemed guilty of a felony and be pun­
ished by Imprisonment in the peniten­
tiary for not less than two years, nor 
more than five years. A similar bill 
was Introduced in the House by Mr. 
Ward of Travis. The bills were re­
ferred to the Judiciary committees of 
the respective Houses. . ,i
