when he and his counsel associated with
him ssw these twelve men enter the box
they were perfectly satisfied to cest their
case with them without challenging 8
single man. The responsibility of the
jury would begin after the address of the
counsel and the charge of the judge. The
prisoner’s life was in their bands. If they
brought in a verdict of aoguittal, as he
would ask them to do, Thebault would go
home te make his sorrowing family giad ;
but if they brought in a verdict of guilty—
a verdict which would deprive a feliow
being of his life—then terrible indeed
would be their responsibility. The coun-
sel who opened the case for the crowa had
spoken of the evils of the practice which
obtained of selling out the poor. He
agreed with bim that the practice was a
blot on civilization, but the couusel seem~
ed actually to blame Thebault for it, as if
the prisoacr bad anything to do with pass-
g such a law. The prejudices of the
jury may have been awakened against the
prisouer by the startling news of the fear—
ful tragedy and by the sensational narra-
tives published in  the newspapers before
the trial. But all such prejudices must be
swept away now. He regretted that the
law hed not more control over the press,
\which had most unjustly ealled the accus-
ed the murderer before he was placed in
the dock. Did these people forget that
this man had to be tried for his life when
they were arousing such animosity to him?
He did hope that some arrangement might
be come .to to suppress narratives of this
Lkin:l. The case tor the Crowa rested en-
tircly upen circumstantial evidence. No
eye saw the deed committed. Who was
the murderer must remain a mystery for
ever, yet the couusel asks you, on a chain
of circumstantial evidence to convict the
prisonur for the murder of Charlotte Hill,
He Bere qnoted from authoritics on cir-
cumstantial evidence to ‘shew that juries
shonld be very careful in accepting eir-
cumstantial evidence, and especially
where & human life was at stake. When
thegsegedy was heard of suspicion fell va
Thebault. He was arrested, and people
at omge recalled haviis séen him-on the
road. Was (it Thebault and Charlotte
Hill they had seea? He quoted a cise of

The Attoruey General here called atten.
tion to the fact that the counsel was clox-
ingiinstead of opening the case, but at the
suggestion of the Jndge withdrew bis ob-
Jjectian.

Mr. Shreve could not understand the
proscention. Why were they so anxious
for & victim? Could it be that the preju<
dice which had been excited, extended
even to the connsel tor the prosecution ?
He, in opening the ease, pointed to the
prisoner as the muarderer. As to identity,
why was it that the prosecution had not
dared to call any witness to prove the
identity of Charlotte Hill but Addie Scott
Though there were other members of The-
bault’s ‘heusehold and neighbors whatould
‘have dope s0? Was it that they feared to
establish her identity ? Why was not the
head of the remains preserved? Why was
it that.a lock of hair, which had been spok-
en of as the only part of the remains pre-
served, had becu suppressed, instead of
being shown to witness to see if it resem-
bled that of the missing woman? Then
pictures of the chacred remains of the sup-
posed murdored woman had been made
and spread broadcast ever the country to
aronse new horror in the minds of the
public and embitter the feeling against the
prisoner, when the jurymen were to be
drawn from those who were thus being
prejudiced. The course taken by the
prosecution was certainly most strange.,
Then a photograph of the supposed mnor-
dered woman, taken twelve yesrs ago, was
produced to prove her identity. It would
be extraordinary indeed if such evidence
did not arouss & serious deubt in the
minds of the jury, and they must give the
prisonerthe benefit of that doubt. As to
thy identity of Thebault, whe had estab-
liffled it? Strangers who had never seen
him Uefore, se¢ing him for & moment
driving past iu a waggon, now came fore
ward and swore to him. This was easily
explained from the fact that they had seen
some such looking person om the road,
and when suspicion fell on Thebault they
at onee jumped to the conclusion that he
was the man,and with time the eonclu-
sion ceme fo be a conviction. He asked
the jury to consider whether one of them -
selves, on seéeing a man but once, would
be preparcd to swear to him. He showed
many instances of mistaken identity even
where the parties were not strangers,
citing the Tichborne case among oth
ers, so far as circumstantial evidence
went. If John Munroe was in the box,
the evidence against him would be just
as stromg as against the prisoner, He
summed up in afew words the facts
which might lead to this conclusion.
He next called attention to the enmtire
absenee of motive in Thebault’s ease.
The missing girl lived at his house, and
he was paid for keeping her. The
Crown may try to make out that he
was induced to make way with her in
consequence of the condition which the
medicsl examination showed her to
have been in. Jf this was the ease,
why did he mot drop her into a lake
near home at night, thatthe crime
might be hidden for ever? If Thebiult
was the murderer, he must be insane
to have aciel as he did.

General rose and admitted having sub-
penaed three of Thebault's sons. Mr.
Thebault's agent asked him to bave
them examined as soon as possible, as
they were wanted at home, sud he let
ther go.

Judge Weatherbe commenced this morn-
ingone of the most exhaustive charges
that ever was made in that Court House,
evincing great care in its preparation, und
an anxiety on the part of the learned
Judge to do hiz duty. He showed clearly
the distinction between direct and circum-
staptial evidence, that & chain ol circum-
stantial is stronger than direct evidence,
and has often broken it down, and guve
the decikions in respect thercto arrived
at by the best judicial minds of the Englixh
spraking world, after ceoturies of discus-
sions. He entered fully and learnedly
into the law of identification, showed the
Jury their powition in relation to the
prisoner aud sn outraged public. Read
his minutes of the evidence in full, and
left the finding of guilty or not guilty 1o
the Jury entirely.

The Jury retired about half past one,
and about three o'clock returued a verdict
of “Guilty”,

We understand the prisoners counsel
will move for a npew trial, one of the
grounds being that the Jury empauclied
was not the right Jury.

Mg. Eprror,—

I have been much interested, and
have carefully noted the remarks made
by the several speakers at the meeting
recently held at Annapolis to diseuss
the feasibility of having direct commu
nication with Europe in the marketing
of our surplus products of the farm, &e.

When we look upon our Dominion
of Canada, with 1ts vast extent of terri-
tory, embracing as it does, an area of
nearly 3,600,000 square miles—being
greater than the United States, and
nearly equal to Europe, we must, as an
intelligent people, feel proud of our
natural capabilities, and assume a cer-
tain degree of confidence in competing
favorably with the United States in
the markets of the world with our « ¢
ports in wheat, fruit, beefand dai.y
products; but in order to do so, it
must be plain to all of us, that the
producing classes and others interested
must co.operate and enter into the
work with a proper spirit and wisdom
which have animated and guided those
of ather countries. Scotland might be
cited” as a worthy example for us to
follow, in the means she resorted to to
improve her agriculture and make her
people prosperous and wealthy. Up
to 1792 Scottish Agriculture wasina
wretched condition, and their means of
transportation still worse; but the
epening of steam navigation and the
system of railways, changed atonce
the systems of agriculture for the bet.
ter—giving as they did to the produc-
ing classes, a quick and cheap mode of
transportation to the permanent mar-
ket that  England oflered and invited
them to. Beef came up in price: new
and better breeds of cattle were intro-
duced, and these in turn encouraged
the farmers to look to the better culti-
vation of their land, in the growing of
immense quantities of roots and grain
for the fattening of their cattle, Other
branehes of industry, as well as agri-
culture, received a stimvlus by the
opening to their new markets through
the increased facilities of steam com-
munication. Well may we, Mr. Editor,
copy with profit in the better methods
in agriculture, from our more scientific
brothers of Scotland, who -have made
Nova Scotia their home and farming
their busimess. They invariably earry
the characteristies of their country
with them. Now, Sir, on one point I
think we ean &ll agree, viz: that the
producers amd consumers should, for
profit, be brought as near together as
possible. The large expenses that are
being inourred at the present time in
the transportation of our cattle and
fruit te a foreign market, are what eat
up the returns that should go into the

question naturally arises in our minds :
how can we best better our condition
in this respect ? [ answer, that it is the
opinion of the farmers and others inte-
rested, that a partial solution of the
question was given atthe Annapolis
meeting in the scheme presented, to
own and rum a steamer, to meet the
requirements of farmers and merchants
and all others interested in the well-
fare of the Province. Practical men,
who have, and are now doing much to
improve the condition of our people,
and more especially those of this Coun-
ty, in the building up of manufactures
and other industries by bringing among
us foreign capital, giving employment
to a large number of the laboring clas-
ses—in the converting of our material
into moble and valuable ships—
gave expression to their views,
to the effect, thut the time had arrived
that the agricultural counties of this
Provincerequired a steamerto be owned
and run in their interest, in the trane-
portation of taeir products to Europe,
as also for the convenience of mer-
chante in transportation of goods on
return voyages. Now, in view of this
decision, [ thought, perhaps, it would
not be out of place, at this stage of the
proceedings, to draw a comparison be-
tween a wooden steam ship, as propos.
ed and estimated at the meeting, and
one of iron—in order that the enter.

It is the experience of practical mer.
cantile men, both in England and the
United States, that wooden stea.nships
are not suitable for the Atlantic .“ade,
and conrequently the iron steams. ips
are taking the place of wooden one» —
they are of greater strength, capable o/
standing hardships and more lasting. It
has been found that a screw weigh-
ing 10 tons, making from 60 to 70 re-
volutions in a minute is too straining
for a wooden ship—more especially in
a heavy sea. Again, in regard to cost,
there is not much difference—the iron
ship on an average costing about £11]
per tou—the wooden sbout £8. But
where properly coppered and fastened
soas to be classed L III, would show
no very material difference in cost.—
The cost of engines in either case
would be the same—ranging between
£12,000 to £15,000, or half the price of
the total cost of ship. Another very
important item to look at is, the iron
steamship would be elassed for 100
vears, whereas the wooden for about
10 years, and insurance could be effect-
ed on the former for 6 per cent., and
the latter, 12 per cent, or a ditference
of one-half. Then, agan, in regurd to
securing back freight, merchants would
be more likely to patronize the iron
steamship, being considered so much
safer, and besides making a large sav-
ing in the matter of insurance on goods.
The steamer * Prince Edward’’, of Char-
lottetown, 18 owned by a company, and
has paid_ as [ am creditably informed, a
good percentage on cost. She was
built in 1872, costing about £40,000,
and only 800 tons’ register, and capable
of carrying about 150 head of cattle.
Now, it might be reasonably asked,
that if a steamer of that capacity. and
costing so large a suw of money, can be
made to pay—why cannot the mercan.
tile men and farmers of Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick co-operate in
purchasing one of the dimensions
given, at the estimated price of £22,
500, being well fitted for cattle or any
other cargu? We were told at the
meeting that Annapolis County alone
would produce 100,000 barrels of ap-
ples this year for ehipment. Cattle
raising for beef and dairy purposes is
only in its infancy, and with our natu-
ral resources can he developed to al-
most any extent. We have enterpris-
ing farmers in the Willetts, Chutes,
Chipmans, Dauiels, Neilys, Mortons,
and a host of others who have the ca.
pabilities of making beet suitable for
the English market. It only wants
more attention, amd care given to the
higher breeding aad feeding, to make
stock-raising protitable beyond a ques.
tion. Kings County has the names of
Margesons, Eatons, Banks, Pattersons,
Newcombs, and many others who huve
already fattened cattle successfully to
meet the requirements of [English
ralates. The same may be Baid of

ants,Colchester,Cumberland and Anti-
gonish Counties. Sackville, too, of
New Brunswick, has its princely farm-
ers. With the Tantamar marsh, con-
taing 50,000 acres of hay land in ene
block, and a corresponding amount of
tillage land for the cultivation of tur-
nips and other roots, one is notsur-
prised to find from 10 to 60 head of fat
cattle in their stables, as the writer
was privileged to look upon last win-
ter. [ might mention that Isaiah Wood
fattened and shipped to the English
market 100 head last year, Humphrey,
a neighbor, about 50 head, Mr. George
about 40 head, and others [ could
mention, residing in the same district.
