‘Tug Fikst Privtso Book.—It isa remarka-
ble and mnost interesung fact, that the very first |
use to which the discovery of printing was apphed |
was the production of the Holy Bible.  Tlus was
accomplizhed at Meniz between the years 1450
and 1455. Guttenberg was the inveuator of lhv.
ast, and Faust, a goldsmith, furnished the neces-
gary funds. Iad it been a simgle page, or even !
an entiee sheet, which was then produced, there
might have been less occasion to have noticed it 5
but there was somncething in the whole character
of the aflfar, which, f sot unprecedeuted, rendec-
ed n singular in the usual cursear of human
events, Ulus Bible was in wwo fulio volumes, '
which have been justly praiscd for the strength
and beauty of the paper, the exactness of the re-
gister and the lustie of theank.  The work con-
tamed twelve hundred and esglny two pages, and
being the first cver printed, of course involved a
long peniod of tune, and .o immense amaynt of
memal, manual and mechanical labour; aut yu,‘
for a long ume after it Lad been fimished and of- |
fered for sale, not a single human being, save |
the artists theinselves, kuew how it had been ac-
complished.

Of thie first pnated Bible, eightcen copies are
now kaown to be an « xestence, fuur of whicha e
prnted on vellum. ‘I'wo of these ate in Eogland :
one being in the Greawille collection, one s Jhe
Royal Librasy of Rethn, and one in the Rogal
Library of Pa.is.  Of the fuurteen remaining co- :
pres, ten are . Eongland—ihere baing a copy 1a
the Latnanes »f Oxford, Edinbusgh and Leadun,
and geven mn the colleciions of different noble-
men.  The vellum copy has Leen sold as h.gh as
$1.300.
