BY-LAWS OF THE UPPER CANMADA BIBLE SOCIETY.
[UNDER THFE ACT OF INCORPORATION.]

ArticiLk J. This Socicty shall be denowinated the ¢ Urprr CaNADA
BipLe Soctery,” having the same object in view as the British and Fareign
Bible Society-—that is, the circulation of the Bille, without note or corament.

11. This Society shall endeavour to unite all Bible Societies in the Provincee,
and to concentrate their operations, in order to give more efliciency to the
whole.

I1L. This Society shall maintain, in the City of Toronto, a general depot of
Bibles and Testaments, from which all Socicties in connexion with it shall
he supplied with the Scriptures, at the lowest price at which they can be
afforded.

IV. The business of the Saciety shall be earried on by a Board of Directors,
to consist of a President, Vice-P. isidents, Treasurer, and Secretaries, together
with twenty clerical and twenty lay members, five of whom shall form
quoram, The five clerical and five lay members who shall have attended the
least number of meetings of the Boned shalt not be eligible for re-election ;
except in cases where the noun-atteadance has arisen from iliness orabsence
from the country, in which cases the Board may nominate such member or
members for re-clection.

V. Each Pranch Society shall be entitled to a representative on the Gene-
ral Board. The President of the Branch shall be er officin such representa-
tive, or ary other resideut member whom the Committee may appoint as a
substitute, who shall be a mmember of such Dranch.

VI. At any meeting of the Directors, the President, or, in his absence, the
Vice-President first upor: the list then preseut, and in absence of such Vice-
President, the Treasurer, and in his absence such member as shall be chosen
for that purpose, shall preside.

VIL Each person paying annually one dollar shall be a member of this
Society ; and persons paying fifty dollars at any one time, ecither to this
Sertety or to any of the Societies in connexion therewith, or through them to
the British and Foreigh Bible Society, or who may have rendered impor-
tant services, shall. at the diseretion of the Directors, be declared Life Mem-

ers.
VHI. Each Yife snember of this Saciety shall be furnished with a certifi-
* ¢ate of mewmbership, wnder the corporate seal of the Socicty, duly signed by
the President ar d Secretaries,
