Inarecent debate  the French
Senate, M. Buffet questioned the Govern
ment i regard to the removal of crues
fixes from the elementary schools of Pars,
by order of M. Herold, Prefect of the
Sceine. It was shown that the law gave
the loeal authorities chiseretion relative to
the retenuon of such religions emblems |
but that the police had i some instances
accomplished their removal in a careless
and irreverent manner,  throwing  the
crucifines into the van at the door.

Herold eaplained that he had pumished
those who had so acted, and that he had
himself recewved  authornization  from
Fremier Festy before he ordered therr
removal.  The tone ot M. Herold's
speech produced a great uproar on the
Right, particularly his statement chat the
question was one merely of schoul furni
ture. M. Herold was muldhy censured,
and he offered his resignation ;. but was
induced to withdraw it.
