Pxrrasmre —Sir William Dromaiond Stow-
arnt of Grandtul'y, lias recently erected a magnifi-
cent privato Chaped at Morthly Castle, Penth.
shire, designed for the services of tho Rotnan
Catholic Church, and dedicated to St Anthony
the Eremite. Sir William is now having execu-
ted in chromuslithography a series of views znd
details of i1, intended, we beligve, for private
distnibution. Judging from scveral of the prints
and the series of designs df which wo have been
favoured with a view, this chapel bids fair to
rival Roslin in the beauty and veriety of ils de-
wils  Itas finished throughout 1n the gorgeotis
Byzantine style.  An open timber toof, of pbud

design, 1s powdered with silvor stars, on 2 blue
ground.  Above the altar, the whole edst-wallis
oceupied with a painting of the mitdculous ton-
versiun of Conatantine. €xceuted hf Mr Alexan-
der Chrisvie, the talented director of tho Edin-
buruh School of Design ; who has also painted
a series of culossal heads of saints, which occupy
spaces betweon the windows on the gast and
west walls: and four beavtiful allegorical figures
of St Cathenne, SiMargaret, St Grorge, and

St And.ew, which form the chief decorations of

the west wall. Besides theso, the lunettes,
forined by the intersecnion of the timbers, and
the spaces between the arcades on the walls are
filled with Byzantine decorations. The back-
erounds of the allegorical figures, and of the
Suts heads, aro chi-fly laid in on gold diaper
work, and being executed in fac-simle with the
chromniithographic ilustrations, the result 1s
smgulaily gorgeous, though at the same ume
without the slightest sacrifice of harmony.—
