it was worth our while to disabey Efizabeth
it raust be worth our while to continue of
the same mind. It would be folly 1 us,
now that the fight is nearly over and the
battle won, to fall down before the su-
premacy of the State, and yield obedwncq
in things spiritual to the commandment of
the temporal sovereiga.

We are not the lessloyal, nor the less
willing subjects, because we prefer the
authority of the Pope in matters relating
to Divine worship to the authority of the
Privy Council, whose members may be of
any rehigion—or of none. dtis nota
question of luyalty at 4ll, or of respect or
obedience to the Quecy, but one of duty
towards God, which even hereties must
allow ought to have the pre-emunence
amoug the many obligativns by which one
man is bound to another. He who should
expect us .0 give obedience to such Roy-
al proclamation as the recent oune ought,
if consistert with himself, to expect us
algo to go to the heretical places where the
horetical riies are observed.  We dare not
enter into those for the purpose of jowning
in devotions practised thete, and iti3 but
reasonable that we should likewise avaid
the scandal which .aust inevitably ariseif
we combine with heretics to observe cer-
tain extraordinary solemnities, which do
nat bind us otherwise than through concur-
rence andjagreement with the command-
ment of the civil power, by which they
become of general observance.

“I'hough we took no part with heresy on
Thursday week, yet we do acknowledge
the great gooduess of Aliighty God 1n
withdrawing from us the deadly scourge
which had fallen so heavily upon us. e
had already begun our thanksgiving, and
we are now about tocomplete 1 a more
solemn form the outward espresston of our
thapkfulness. Not because our Privy
Council commands, begs, or desiresit, but
in obedience to his voice who presents to
us in this district the mo-e solemn author:-
ty of the Successor of St. Peter. ‘Wrh
him neither Queen nor Council may inter-
fora in those affairs which concern religion,
aud as he had not ordered usto keep the
Thursday set apart for the rest of our fel-
low-subjects, we were under no obligatjon
to keep it. ‘That was no holiday to us,
and did not require from us auy pecuhar
obgervaace any more than the day that tol-
lowed it or the day by which1t was preced-
ed.

Wa certainly beg to thank our censors
for cailing public attention to our neglect
of the day of Thanksgiving. ‘Ukey have
shewn how ready the publicnind 1s to forge
fettors for us, invitig us at first to similari-
ty of observances, in order to compel us to
uniformity. Let the Queen’s commands
be but once obeyed, and we may in all pro-
bability find honourable mention of us in
the subsequent proclamation. There is
analogous precedent for it to be found in
Scotland. There the Presbyteriaus are
s exhorted” as the Kstablished religion,
and together with them are ivited ,Ehe
members of ¢ the Episcopai persuasion.”—

Tax Pore’'s Rerurn.—The Roman
correspondent of the 7imes gives the fol-
lowing translation of the late petition of
Prince Odescalehi and the deputies of
the municipality to solicit the Pope’s
return i—

« Most Holy Father—.Three months
have olapsed, Most Holy Father, since
we, At yo* r most saintly feet, humbly and
regpectfully presented, in the nare of
Rome, }hc?_s‘emimcms'of sincere joy which
that city. experienced in sceing you 1epla-
ced by means of the vi. lous Freach

vour glorious v esecessors ; and seeing |
i vour holy person the suprame Vicar v, g
Christ, and the  infallible cenwee of our
holy relyzion, retnrned to the seat of
Christiamty,  We then express th you,
Most Holy Father, ear lively  sives that
the city wmnshed tie hope that your
augu -t presence would spreduy dry up
those tears which 1t Lad shed profusely
over the calamities caused to 1t by the
despotic govermnent of mea entirely for-
getlul of every prineiple of honour, hones-
ty, and justice,  But without effeet, since
it sees months  and days succeed cach
other without being able to hail the aus-
pretouns moment of your return. Romc,
Mast Holy [ather, by means of us re-
calls you to her bosom, and asks aloud for
you as her only consoler, as the sole means
of reparring those disasters and those mis-
fortunes which from overv side cruelly
torment and  dreadfully oppress her.
I'hink, Most Holy Father, that unhappy
Rome extends to you her affectionate
arms, and shews uncovered the wounds
which have been infiicted on her by those
who, whilst they raised a cry iu the name
of Liberty, Leedlessly trampled upon her,
and sucked from her the vital blood, even
to the last drop.  Rome, Most Holy Fa-
ther, can no longer live without its su-
preme chief, without its legitimate sove-
reign. lLivery order and every condition
of citizen in the Eternal City are in sorrow
and in sickness, because their commerce
is deranged, arts.neglected, and all sorts
of indusiry unoccupied ; and your aban-
doned children are iu the extremest want,
without any person being able to give
them help or comfort. We, Most Holy
Father, are certain that in hearing state-
ments so true aud so afflicuing, your pater-
nal heart will no longer be able to resist
those bonds of affection which invite you
to Rome, and that without further delay
you will come to that city on which you
have ever bestowed the most ample beve-
volence ; and we, Most Holy Father, will
not rise from your feet unul you console
us by granung that favour which we ask
10 the name of Rome, und commission us
to be the harbingers to our fellow-citizens
of the news of your long-wished-for re-
turn.”

The Gazelte, which gives this address,
adds that though the Pope spoke to the
deputation in the most affecting manner,
oe admitted that he could hold out no
hopes to them of his immediate return.
On the other haund, letters of the I0th
mst. received at Paris fron Rome an-
nounce as certain the Pope's speedy arri-
val at Rome. In the Consistory, held on
the 15th inst., the Cardinals bad received
orders to prepare for their departure.
‘These letters also state, thatso tar from
retarding his Holiness, the late occurren-
ces in Paris would, if anything, hasten his
return to his capital.

M. de Courcelles was expected at Por-
tici to regulate his return.

La Patrie in like manner rmeations that
the Pope has anuounced his intention to
return to Rome on the 28th. He prope-
ses to return by land, and he will stop at
Terracino and Velletri, where General
Cordova is to assemble 2,000 men, to be
reviewed by the Holy Father, previous
to their being emharked for Spain.

Iy the Catholic Church peace is to be
found only i unity of the tluck, and thus unny
13 the communion of the Epmscopate.  rom
the days of Simon Magus duwn, (here. hive
never been wanting a certain number of men
in the Catholic Church, witi less or more of
her spirit and of her gifts who prosutute the
graces they have seceived to the cause of dis-
order. Sooner or later such wmbkors are
found to geparate themselves from the fellow-
ship of the Apnstles, and henceforth 1o pursue
thew private ends by ways utterly crooked
ang petverse, Sccret disloyalty to authanty,
and uvniaithfulness to obligations go ever fiist ;
but little by futle these pronounce themselves
1 unambiguous acts, and the authoritics of
the Church, local ur supres.c, are furced o
notice the wregulanuies. Meantime pride,
long fostered, cannot brook the tequred cor
rection, and hidden error becomes opcn
schism or heresy.

What then becomes the dwty of whatever
is noble or sincere on .he side of the con-
demned 1 Here s the difficulty. that in con-
tinual instances through all ages of theChurch
has been the test and the occasion of fali to
many. Oac of the Samts and early futhers
of the Church furnishes the only true reply :
Obey your Bishops. Let my soul answer for
his who cleaves fast to the [piscapate.”
This Episcopate has its head at Rome, and
us branches in every quarter of the glbe.
As the ulumate decision of this Episcopa e is
the test of truth, and submission to 1t the test
of standmg or falling to every member of the
Catholic Church, so to watch its steps and
regulate his conduct by its wishes is the path
of security beforehand for every man.—New
York Freemun.

PIUS IX.

In the early part ot November, I843, ade-
putation fiom a distant part of the Papal states
reached Rome, and immediately applied for
an audience of the Holy Father. They were
the representatives of a commune not far dis-
tant from Ascoli, situated on rhe frontier of
Naples, on the slopes of the Appenines. As
alinost wnvariably in such cases, which I may
add were of no uncommon occurrence under
the paternal governineut of the Popes, the
cure of the parssh, the wllage physician, and
two of the wealthiest landlurds, represented
the deputation.  The object of therr mission
was 1o expose to the sovereign the necessitous
state of the district in whici they lived, which
was threatened with a prospect of absolute
want when the winter season shouid have set
in with rigour. ‘Che crop of Indizn corn
which constuuted the staple food of the peo-
ple had completely failed in consequence of
the p evious Jdry summer.

Pus the Ninth received these good people
with all that kinduess and urbanity for which
hie is so well known, and having heard from
their own lips a plain statement of the poverty
of their district, he at once wrote an order on
the treasury for a sum of 3,000 Roman crowns
excusing the smallness of the sum on the plca
of the critical state of the finances, It may be
conceived how heartfelt were the acknowledg-
ments of the deputations for this generous
succour. The order is at once presented at
the treasury ; batto the disiray of the bearers
payment is promptly refused. A second ap-
plication is instantly made to his Holiness,
who being informed of the circumstance of the
refusal of payment by the treasury, expressed
his astomshment, and instanmily sends for M.
Rossi, who, n addition 1o the post of prime
minister, then occupied temporarily, that of
minister of the finances. On M. Rossi's ap-
pearance, bis Holiness eagerly demands an
explanation of this strange occurrence. The
minister’s answer waslaconic. “Holy Father,
the exchequer 1s absolutely empty, the govern-
ment is pennyless.” Pius the Ninth, with a
sweet smile, immediately rejoined :—** But
these poor people are 1n gicat want. Let
them have this tnifling sum™—dopo tutto si re-
mediera.  Later we shall sot all to rights.”
* But, Holy Father,” said M. Russi, ¢ you
forget the statuie you have grantec. | Accord-
ing (o ils provisions you c2ase to €Xercisc a
coatrol over the revenues of the state. The
chambers, when they mect, must first voto
a sum, and 1 am accouniablo to them.”
