INTELLIGENCE has reached Durham that
Bishop Tucker, of Eastern Africa, had been il
with fever, but is now convalescent.
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THE taxed costs in the case of Hakes . Bell-

of which Mr. Hakes has had to pay £2,875.

THE attendance at the lectures of the Lord
Bishop of Derry at the Church of the Heavenly
Rest, New York, has crowded the church to its
utmost capacity.

THE recent meetings of the Sunday Rest
league in Paris showed that the movement
towards abolishing unnecessary Sunday labour
is making steady, if slow, progress.

Tre S.P.C.K. will bring out a Louk in May,
of which Canon Maclean and Mr. Browne are
joint authors, on the Life, Manners, Customs,
Ritual, and Books (old and new) of the Assy
rian Christians.
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WE understand that there are no signs as yet
of the judgment of the Judicial Committec of the
Privy Council in the appeal of the Church Asso-
ciation against .the decision of the Arch-
bishop in the Lincoln case being ready for deli-
very.— Guardian, Eugland.
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YHE Church Missionary futelligencer siates
that the question of income is already causing
some anxiety at headquarters. The receipts at
the end of January, though appreciably above
the average of the five previous years, was less
than that of last year at the same date, whilst the
expenditure was sensibly higher than that of last
year.

ACCORDING to an official return just issued, it
appears that since 1873 there have been in the
diocese of Chester g1 churches restored at an
outlay of 276,232/., and 53 new churches built
at a cost of 226,101/, The 502,333/ has been
thus raised :—— Voluntary subscriptions, 497,774 ;

and ro women, all Furopeans except one, an
Egyptian, and none of whom had been raised
in the faith of the Church.
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Tue names have been published in Japan of
thirteen members of the . Japanese House of
Representatives, who are baptized Christians.
A Japanese contemporary remarks that, if that
average were preserved through Japan, it would
signify that Christianity had gained over a mil-
lion and a half of converis.
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Tng final figures of the Indian census of last
year are now pracucally complete. They show
that the whole population of this great depend-
ency is more than 288,000,000, The great ma-
jority of this vast number of folk are, alas | still
heathen. Nearly 208,000,0c0 of them are IHin-
doos, over 57,000.000 of them are Mahaomedans,
over 7,000,0co Buddhists, and of the remaining
16,000,000 only 2,254,191 are Christiins, Since
1881 the increase in the muaber of Christians
has been nearly double in proportion to that of
the whole population.
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Ty Diveesan Calendars for 1892 show that
in every part of England and Wales the work of
our Church is being carried on with increasing
vigour and is productive of increased results.
Far instance, itis reported from Ripon that there
are 547 acting clergy and 63 licensed lay readers,
that there 1s church accommodation for 171,357
persons, and tht the average attendance at the

Tne Lord Bishop of London, England, lately
speaking cn the subject of Educatiod, well re-
marked that the character of the whole nation
some forty or ffty years hence would largely
depend upon the degree in which the present
generation of children were instructed in reli-
gious principles. What we are doing now will
bear fruit some years hence. The cducation of
the young was more intimately connected with
the Church’s work generally than anything clse,
except the perpetual preaching of the Gospel to
the poor. In these days itis absolutely requisite
that the religious part of education should keeps
rpace with the secular, and that children should
be taught to use their understandings in regard
to the paramount subject of religion.

Thoe design for the Lidden memorial in St.
Paul’s Cathedral has been accepted, and it is
hoped that the memorial will be ready in the
course of a few months to be sct up in the eastern
apse of the Cathedral,  The monument itself is
estimated to cost .£1,200, and £800 will probably
be devoted to the decoration and completion of
the chapel where the monument is to be erected.
The remainder of the sum subscribed (about
£8,500) will be devoted 1o the establishment of
Liddon Studentships to enable graduates of the
University of Oxford who intend taking Holy
Orders to pursue the study of theology uuder the
supervision of a tutor, .
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T Bishop of Wakcefield, in the course of a
pastoral letter which he has recemtly issued,
sayy A0 the, clergy would give courses of
mstruciion upon the various features of the
public worship of the Church, entering into
careful detail, explaming part by part, and clause
hy clanse, making sueh portions as the Confes-
ston, the Creed, the Thanksgiving, the Canticles,
the Litany, &c., perfectly familiar and interest-
ing to their people, 1 amn sure it would make the
services far more atiractive and helpful and de-
voul.
