Gentlemen,

YVour sub-committee beg to respectfully report that, at
the conference, held on Friday, the 7th of October inst., be-
tween the undersigned and Messrs. Holt, R. Forget, W
McL,. Walbank, H. B. Rainville and H. H. Henshaw, re-
presenting the Montreal Gas Company, in order to ascertain
if cheaper gas rates could be obtained ; after discussion, Mr.
Holt stated, on behalf of his company, he had no proposi-
tion to make, but intimated that the Company was quite
disposed, in the event of the City not taking advantage of
its privilege to buy out the company’s plant, to consider
any fair proposition coming from the Council, such pro-
position, however, to grant, in return for any reduction that
may be asked for, a contract for a certain number of years
beyond the five years of the present contract.
