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Government of Canada shai file with the Joint Secretaries of the Tribunalthree copies of the answer it is submitting with respect to such claini. It shallalso within the same period transmit three copies of each such answer to theGovernment of the United States of Amnerica. The answer shall be accompaniedby ail o! the evidence on which the Government of Canada Intends to rely.
3. Within such time las may be preseribed by the rules adopted. by theTribunal:
(a) The Government of the United States of America shail file with theJoint Secretaries of the Tribunal three copies of a brie! with referenceto the construction and maintenance of Gut Dam and to any damageor detriment caused thereby and three copies of ail briefs beifl$submitted in support of the dlaims;
(b) The Governiment of the United States of America shau transmit threecopies of each such brief ta the Government of Canada; and(c) The Governinent of Canada shall file with the Joint Secretaries o! theTribunal three copies of one or more briefs in reply to the briefs of theGoverninent of the United States o! America and transmit three copie5of the brief or briefs of the Government o! Canada as so filed to threGovernment of the United States of America.

With the briefs each Governiment may submit evidence to rebut evidencesubmitted by the other Government.
4. No other pleadings or other briefs may be submitted by either Govern-iment except at the request of or with the approval o! the Tribunal.

ARTICLE VI
1. Each Government shall designate an Agent who shall present to thTribunal ail thre pleadings, evidence, briefs and arguments of iris (GovernMentwîth respect to any dlaim filed wlth the Tribunal ini accordance with theprovisions o! this Agreement. To assist the Agent, each Government InaYemnploy or appoint such counsel, engineers, investigators and other persons as itmray desire.

2. Ail individual dlaims shall be presented to the Tribunal through theAgent o! the Government o! the United States of America.

ARTICLE IX
Whenever under thre ternis of this Agreement the approval or other fo'rP'of instructions of Governments is required, sucir approval or other foril' 01instructions shall be communicated by the Agent o! such Government. AIlother Communications required ta be made to or by either Government unethre ternis of this Agreement shall be channeled tirrougir its Agent.

ARTICLE X
Thre Governments sirall make ail reasonable efforts tc> ensure iirat themenibers o! thre Tribunal, Agents, counsel and other appropriate perspns hlbe permitted at all reasonable tiines to enter and view and carry on invstgations upon any o! thre property covered by any dlaimi presented under there,1of this Agreement.

ARTICLE XI
TIhe Tribunal shail keep aceurate permanent records of ail its iDroceedinis.
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
