feed plant. We're doing everything slowly: It's easy
to obtain cattle; it's more difficult to avoid losses
and to learn how to get steady gains in weight. We
estimate that every working person will receive a
yearly table supplement of 23 kg of meat. We are so
confident that we've even provided for a small
smoking shed"”.

In these regions the supply of meat is not
bad. So what's forcing the workers of SU-38 to build
a livestock farm? The problem is that the delivery
of meat is irregular. Either the transport system
lets them down, a blizzard blows up and blocks the
roads, or the suppliers take their sweet time.

That's why the people in Kharp think things will be
more. reliable if they have their own farm.
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
