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Annual data on the imports and
exports of 66 major trading coun-
tries now can be accessed, on a cost
recovery basis, by government and
non-government users.

Through External Affairs and In-
ternational Trade Canada’s Inter-
national Trade DataBank users
also have access to European
Community (EC)and Organization
for Economic Cooperation and De-
velopment (OECD) data (as
aggregations).

Available from 1962 for most in-
dustrialized countries, the data
provide commodity trade informa-
tion by region and trading partner
and are compatible with the United
Nations’ Standard International
Trade Commodity Classification
(SITC).

In all, the data bank contains in-
formation on trade flows for some
2,600 to 4,400 individual com-
modities,dependingon therevision.

Since the figures are used to show
movements of commodities in in-
ternational trade, the national
currency values are converted to
US$1,000 at current rates. Quan-
tities(normally expressed in metric
tons) are also available for certain
commodities and reporting coun-
tries.

The bank reports are available in
laser print-out, magnetic tape,
cartridge, or diskette. The reports
areavailablein English, French, or
in a bilingual version.
