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Article 12

1. States Parties shall assure to the child who is capable of forning

his or her own views the right to express those views f reely in al
matters affecting the child, the views of the child being given due
weight in accordance with the age and maturity of the child.-

2. For this purpose, the child shall in particular be provided the

opportunity to be heard in any judicial and administrative proceedings
affecting the child, cither directly, or through a representative or an
appropriate body, in a manner consistent with the procedural rules of
national law.

Article 13

1. The child shall have the right to freedom of expressione this righl

shahl include freedom to seek, receive and impart information and ideas

ofall kinds, regardless of frontiers, either orally, in writing or in

print, in the form of art, or through any other media of the child's
choice.

2. The exercise of this right may be subject to certain restrictions,
but these shaîl only be such as are provided by law and are necessaryt

()For respect of the rights or reputations of others; or

<)For the protection of national security or of public order

(ordre public), or of public health or norals.

Article 14

1. States Parties shaîl respect the right of the child to freedom of

thouqht, conscience and religion.

2. States Parties shall respect the r±ghtsa nd duties of the parents

and, when applicable, legal guardians, ta provide direction to the chi.

in the exercise of bis or her right in a manner consistent with the

evolvimg capacities of the child.

3. Freedom te mnaifeut one'8 religion or beliefs may be subject only

such limitations as are prescribed by law and are necessary te protect
public safety, order, health or marals, or the fundamental rights and

freedoins of others.
