b is the 'general purpose' criterion - i.e. that the intended purpose of and
use for the agents is chemical warfare. Toxicity and possibly other
criteria are important supplementary elements in the definition which
can assist in verification of the:.ban.

(c) . We would agree that a list of agents temporarily exempted from the ban
could be a useful measure. We would consider, however, that a complete
list of banned agents would be impossible to draw up and hence would be
inadequate. o

5. We agree that each party should establish the necessary system of
national control for the implementation of internal legislation that would

enable it to comply with the provisions of the Convention,
