GREECE

STARVATION CONDITIONS-INQUIRY AS TO
ASSISTANCE

On the orders of the day:

I have sent notice which
I hope he has received. Has the governrment
been advised of starvation conditions in
Greece, and has it been asked for aid? What
steps are being taken, by either national or
international means, to help this brave people
who have suffered so much in the cause of
freedom?

Hon. L. B. Pearson (Secreiary of State for
External Affairs): I received notice of the
hon. gentleman's question just as I was
coming into the house, so I am afraid I may
not be able to give him as detailed an answer
as I would otherwise have desired to do. It is
true that through our embassy in Athens we
have been made aware of the very difficult
and distressing conditions among the people
in the northern area of Greece. To my knowl-
edge, however, we have not received from
the Greek government any request for
assistance. The matter is nevertheless being
looked into on the basis of the reports we
have received from our embassy. It is also
true of course that a great deal of assistance
of an international kind has been given to
Greece in recent years. This, among other
things, is a recognition by those who have
given assistance, including Canada, of the
great services the Greek people have rend-
ered to the free world during and after the
war. Having said that, however, I should add
that the resources of Canada for international
assistance are not unlimited.
