Questions
*STAMP VEMnDI MACHINES

Mr. Diefenbaker:
1. Are stamp vending machines operating through-

out Canada subi ect ta control or inspection by the
Department of the Postmaster General?

2. Has the Postmaster General been informed
that ln one or more cases such stamp vending
machines are selllng Canadian stamps in stamp
folders printed outside of Canada and bearlng the
description "U.S. Postage Stamps"?

3. What does the minister propose ta do ta, pre-
vent a recurrence of such or similar abuses?

Mr. Pickersgill: Mr. Speaker, this question
is marked to be answered orally. The short
answer ta the question is that stamp-vending
machines operate under a permit issued by
the Postmaster General in each individuai
case. Machines are subject to the control of
the department, but not necessarily individuai
inspection. Any complaints are investigated.
Representations have been made on other
occasions that these stamps that were sold
were in foiders bearing the indication "U.S.
stamps."

The hon. member for Prince Albert was
good enough to speak ta me about this ques-
tion before he put it an the order paper
and told me he was going ta ask for an oral
answer because he thought it was of sufficient
generai interest to require more than merely
a formai answer. It appears that someone
who wrote to hîm went to one of these
stamp-vending machines in Jasper Park
Lodge and bought a four-cent stamp for 5
cents. This is the stamp ta which. the hon.
member for Digby-Annapolis-Kings (Mr.
Nowlan) took exception the other evening.
There was some discussion as ta what was
really represented on the stamp. I have exam-
ined it again, sir, in the light of day, and it
bears a striking resemblance ta the hon.
member for Digby-Annapolis-Kings waiting
for parliament ta prorogue. The f aider does
say on the back, however, "U.S. postage
stamps, sanitarily packaged. Save a trip ta
the post office. Printed in U.S.A.",

Well, I think it is highly undesirable ta
have stamp-vending machines selling Cana-
dian stamps in Canada in foiders of this kind.
As far as this particular case is concerned,
an investigation will be made right away.

1 think I should tell the house at the same
time that the post office has had a gaod deal
of difficulty with these stamp-vending
machines; and not only the post office.
I myself have had two experiences ait
airports where I have iost as much as 15
or 20 cents and got no stamps at ail. It
rankled with me. That is why I arn pleased
to announce that treasury board the ather
day approved the purchase by the post office
itself of machines which we believe really
wiil work, and which are going ta be operated
