Improvement
of a 40 mile circuit of the Kingston area,
commencing and terminating at the commu-
nity of Kingston and parallelling the waters
of Long Reach on the northwest and Kenne-
becasis bay on the southeast by way of
Harding Point, Moss Glen and Clifton.

The improvement of
8.1 miles of existing road from Shemogue to
Cape Bald.

(g) Buctouche Bay loop. The improvement
of 11.5 miles of existing road from Cocagne
through Cormierville to highway No. 11 at
Buctouche Bay.

(h) Richibucto loop. The improvement of
approximately 20 miles of existing road from
Buctouche Bay to Richibucto village (or Ste
Anne, if the latter is a more suitable
terminus).
