AMENDMENT TO PROHIBIT PUBLICATION 0F PUBLIC OPINION

POLL RESULTS

Mr. Robert C. Coates (Cumtberland-Colchester North)
moved that Bill C-213, to amend the Canada Elections Act
(publication of the resuit of opinion poils), be read the
second time and referred to the Standing Committee on
Privileges and Elections.

He said: Mr. Speaker, this is not the first time I have
debated the subject matter of this bill in this House, but I
hope it will be the last.

In view of the fact that this parliament should last for
approximateiy four years, short of some calamity we
cannot anticipate at the moment, hon. members of this
House should be in a better position to put their own
houses in order, in so f ar as future election campaigns are
concerned, by developing in one manner or another a more
realistic approach to electioneering, and attempting in
every way possible to assist the public in making reasoned
judgments as to which political party and candidate
shouid be supported in a constituency.

This bill has the support of the leader of my party. That
hon. member, like myseif and many other Canadians, has
indicated a growing concern about the use of poils during
election campaigns. I have no objection to their use by
political organizations, individuals, groups or companies.
It is my belief that such use has become a part of our way
of life, and we accept the fact that poils are a vital and
usef ul source of information in certain instances.

What has concerned me from the beginning, and con-
cerns me today, is the fact that we have no rules or
regulations associated with the use of polis and the resuits
being placed before the public as authenticated informa-
tion on which the public can draw conclusions. I am
fearful that the use of such information by the media can
be developed in such a way that people are misled or
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
