If the government~ Is aware that this execu-
tive action hy the authoritles off crimInal jus-
tice in New York, against the said two Burn-
hams and the said Eldridge, was suggested by
and is iargely based upon the results off the
pariiamentary investigation, ordered hy this
honourahle House two years ago ?

tions relate to matters entirely outside off
Canada, and 1 do flot know that the govera-

ment bas any connection with them.
