gallant bands of Patriots, armed againft fuch

oppreflion. The cafe of Spain touched us

much more nearly.

*' The fuccefs of our enemy in that quar-

ter, has augmented beyond calculation all

our former difficulties and dangers : His

failure, could fuch an event have happened*

would have opened to us the mofl flattering

and brilliant prorpe6ls. The interdifl

againft our commerce, would, by opening

the Spanifh ports, have been rendered of

no effe6l. Thofe points of our empire

where we arc moft vulnerable, would have

been as much prote£led, by the indepen-

dance of Spain, as they are now endan«

gered by her fubjeflion. And the folidity of

that flupendous mafs ofpower,united againft

us on the continent of Europe, would havf

been more weakened by the confequences,

and the example of a fuccefsful refiftance

in Spain, than by almoft any other event.
