
FANCY FLAG DRILL

"When Britain first at Heaven's command,"

Each girl holds her flag in her right hand, straight

up at the side. Her body is drawn up to its fuU
height, she looks towards her uplifted flag.

"Arose from out the azure main,"

Steps forward with her right foot, until the heel

of the right points to the hollow of the left, weight

on right foot. She waves her flag in short curves

from left to right, waving on the last syllable of the

word, "arose." When the word, "main" is reached

the flag is well out to the right and up.

"This was the charter, the charter of the land,"

Flag is carried over right shoulder. Each girl

marks time to the music.

"And guardian angels sang this starin;"

Flag held straight up. Each girl looks toward her

uplifted flag.

Chorus.—
" 'Rule, Britannia! Britannia, rule the waves;'

"

Step forward with right foot, weight on right foot,

each flag is waved from right to left with long grace-

ful curves, in time to the music, waving to the left on
the word, "Rule."
