Poole and Miss Gladys McKibbon, SS 
Willcock-street, had been canoeing 
on the Humber and were on their way- 
home about 7.30, when a gasoline launch 
owned by Dr. Emory overtook them.
There was a picnic party from Grace 
Hospital on the launch. The offered 
to tow the canoeists along. The assist­
ance wafi accepted, and ail went well for 
a short time until the canoe shipped a 
little water. This, It is thought, made 
Miss McKibbon nervous.

Mr. Poole attempted to move forward 
to unfasten the tow line, when the 
canoe upset or twas drawn under the 
water, tie grabbed the young lady and 
succeeded in keeping her above water 
until help reached them from the 
launch. She was lifted into the larger 
boat and then Poole suddenly sank and 
did not rise again.

The body was recovered Sunday at 
noon by Alex Banckham of the R. C.
Yacht Club, and J. W. Cummerford, 
and removed to F. W. Matthews’ under­
taking establishment.

Mr. Poole was 24 years of age and 
lived with his widowed mother at 308 
Huron-street. He carried on business 
as a manufacturer’s agent in the Man­
ning Chambers. He was a nephew of 
Dr. McKibbon.

The body of Mr. Thibault was found 
a couple -of hours after the collision, 
this being the only body found up, to 8 
o’clock this evening. Am inquest .vas 
held to-night at 10 o'clock.

Thousands of people from Sorel and 
other places came here by excursion 
trains and went out on large boats and 
steam yachts to the wreck. The value 
of the Canada is over three hundred 
thousand dollars. She is a total loss.

Sorel, Que., June 12.—The steamer Sergeant McCarthy, chief of the pro- 
Cape Breton, a coaler, anchored in the 
port of Sorel, started about 3-30 this 
morning for Quebec, making a long 
curve and then entered the St. Law­
rence River to follow the channel. Ten 
minutes later she ran Into the R. &
O. N. Co. steamer Canada, three miles 
below Sorel, striking her amidships, 
making a hole over 35 feet wide and 
going thru her about 15 feet, almost 
cutting the Canada in half. Inside of 
ten minutes the steamer Canada sank 
in forty feet of water.

The pressure of the water lifted the 
upper deck, giving a chance to all the 
pasengers to cling upon the deck of 
the wrecked boat and be transferred on

He says 
that the collision could have been 
easily avoided by the Canada if Capt.
St- Louis of the latter boat had taken 
notice of a signal of alarm which he 
had given. The Canada was struck on 
the starboard, and in ten minutes her 
hull had sunk to the bottom, leaving 
part of the deck and cabin afloat.
There were some sixty passengers on 
board outside the crew.

After the battle a wounded Russian 
was found with his tongue cut out and 
his fingers severed. There is a general 
disinclination to attribute this mutila­
tion to the Japanese after the kindness 
which had previously been shown to the 
Russian wounded, and it is thought to 
be more probable that it was the work 
of Chinese bandits.

It is alleged that during the engage­
ment the Japanese again misused the 
Red Cross by getting within 400 yards 
under its cover and then firing volleys.

They report 
that ten Russian officers and 664 men 
who fell in the battle had been care­
fully buried, and thirty men were bur­
led by the outposts, making the total 
number of killed and left behind by the 
Russians 704.
