BEING INTRODUCED IN
SHOPLIFTING CHARGE

Jane McGuffin, Thorndale, pleaded
guilty in police court today to the theft
of a number of articles of wearing ap-
parel from the store of Smaliman &
Ingram, Limited. Her plea of not
| guilty to the charge, taken a week ago,
{ when she elected trial, was changed to

that of guilty, when she was arraigned
| for trial today. A similar plea of guilty
to stealing from the store of Mara
Bros. was accepted a week ago.

Magistrate Graydon remanded the
woman to jail for one week, during
which time representations will be
made to him by the woman's counsel.
Mitigating circuimstances will be ad-
vanced by counsel, the principal argu-
{ ment to be that Mrs. McGuffin is a
victim of kleptomania, a mental disease
that causes her to steal without any
apparent reason.

It is claimed Mrs. McGuffin gained
nothing by stealing the goods, as she
as not sold or used them, but has
packed them away,

The case is the first of its kind in
many years here, where leniency will
be asked on the grounds that the con-
victed person is a kleptomaniac and
consequently unable to control! the im-
pulse to steal.

Students of criminology maintain that
statistics prove that prison terms do
not cure kleptomania.
