Option in One Year Where it
Fails on the Three-fifths
Clause—Open Seasons
“for Game Shortened.

One .of the most important bills of
the present legislature, the long-looked-
for amendment to the Liquor License

Act, was introduced by Hon. W. J,
Hanna yesterday afternoon, in the dy-
ing hours of the session. The bill was
in blank, being brought in, as Mr. Han-
nana explained afterward, merely to
get the bill on its way,

‘“We have not definitely decided just
what it will includé when it comes
back from the printers,” he sald. “But
different propositions have been urged,
and at our.next cabinet council it will
be decided which we will adopt.”

Among the changes most generally
urged wag one to Include Christmas
Day in the days on which Hquor may
not be sold.

Again, cases had arisen in the prov-
ince on recounts, where it was brought
out that certain persons had voted who
were not legally entitled to do so. What
was to be done in such cases was not
clear, tho most of the judges held that
the Yote should be subtracted from the
majority, tho, as he pointed out, the
man in question might have voted
against the bylaw,

Where local option had failed to se-
cure a 60 per cent., vote, but had got
over 50 per cent., it was proposed to
allow the munieipality to take another
vote in 4 year's time. ““This has been
considered,” said Mr, Hanna, “but, like
the others, nothing definite has been
decided.”

Regarding corrupg practices in local
option contests a short amendment will
be introduced making the section of
the municipal act, which at present
appliesconly to
applicable.
