TWO OIL TANKERS
 AWARDED TO FRANCE

steamers Hera and Wotan, #which are
reported to have beem apportioned to
France, are two of the nine steamers
claimed by the Standard Ojl Company
as American .owned, property. Pre-
vious to the war, the ships were under
the German flag, ahd were operated by
the Deutsche Amerikanische Pe-
troleum Geselleschraft, a subsidiary of
the Standard Oil Compaiy.

When the armistice was signed, ac-
cording to Standard Uil officials here,
the claim of the company to the ships
was recognized by the Brussels con-
ference. Before they could be brought
out, however, the allied naval armis-
tice commission ordered them to the
Firth of Forth for allocation among
the allied powers as follows: France,
23,000 tons; Italy, 10,000; Belgium,
12,000; Great Britain, 12,000, and the
United States, 4,000 tons.
