If the waist is lined, 1% yards of
coarse lawn at 15 cents will be needed
for the purpose. The walst closes in
front, the outer front and back being
in one plece.
Now if the different parts of the pat-
tern are laid upon the folded taffeta

according to directions, the waist will
be very easy to cut out. The outer
front and back (H) plece is laid’'on a
lengthwise fold of the material, the
triple “TTT" perforation of the pat-
tern being parallel with the fold. The
collar and belt are also iaid on this
fold.

It is best to arrange the largest piece
ot the pattern near the far end of the
silk, because of its unusual shape. At
the space to the left of the collar the
sleeve is lald on a lengthwise thread of
the silk. Sleeve band (G) and vest (C)
are arranged on similar lines. These
details may seem tedious, but in just
such measure as they are carried out
will the waist have a professional ap-
pearance when completed.

After making the lining, which con-
sists simply of sewing up the shoulder
and under-arm seams, gathering the
bottom and fitting, proceed to lay the
vest of Roman striped silk upon it and
the waist will be ready for the outside.

Close the under-arm seams and gath-
er the bottom into the waist-line; then
add the turn-over collar. Arrange on
underbody, center-backs and under-
arm seams even; stitch lower edges
together, bringing front edge of outer
front to center-front. Sew belt to
lower edge, centers even, small “o” per-
foration at under-arm seam. Front of

. peplum indicated by large “O” perfo-
rations, Close back seam, sew te lower
edge of belt, centers even.

If the very low mneck is not desired,
add the vest to the lining, sewing down
one side and adding eyes to the other
side of the lining so that the vest may
be hooked to them. Add the batiste
trills to the sleeves and the walist is
ready to wear. 4

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Up The River With The Man
Who Looks Like Laurier

The “man who looks like Laurier”
came out upon the veranda from the still
unfinished living room of a bungalow
perched away up on the hillside, in the
shelter of the evergreens, on the Bonnell
farm at Public Landing, commanding
a view for twenty miles or more up the
St. John River. On the veranda were
easy chairs, still as they had been pack-
ed for shipment from the city. We shook
hands, and the man who looks like Lau-
rier took one chair and I took an-
other. :

H. A. Black is the man and he.is a
brother of Dr. Black, the well known
Liberal statesman of Hants county, N
S. His personal resemblance to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier has been a frequent
source of comment.

Mr. Black is having the bungalow
completed as rapidly as‘ possible,
friends are coming from Chicago o
spend the summer there. He has done
considerable business in real estate in
St. John during the last year or so. He
is a native of St. Martins, but has liv-
ed in the United States for the greater
part of thirty-five or forty years. He
was a prominent builder in the city of
Boston, but retired some time ago. Be-
times he has visited his native province,
and has kept in touch with its progress.
He has traveled Canada from coast to
coast, has traveled much in the United
States, and has toured Europe, and he
says there is no plate he has visited
which presents such charms of climate
and scenery during the summer season
as the river St. John. Hence the bunga-
low, and the interesting conversation as
we sat together .on its veranda, viewing
the glorious prospect, which showed the
Devil’s Back, Brown’s Flats, Caton’s
Island, and points beyond as far prob-
ably as Oak Point, with the hills near
the Washademoak in the blue distance.

The Cost of Building

Speaking of building, of which Mr.
Black has had some experience in St.
John, as well as in Boston and New
York, he said that it would cost him ten
to fifteen per cent more to build a
house in St. John than in Boston or New
York. Aside from cost of materials there
was the matter of specialized work. In
Boston, for example, one man hangs
doors. That is his business. He is sup-
posed to hang eighteen doors in an eight
hour day. The St. John carpenter could
not hang nearly so many. There are also
floor-layers in American cjties. That is
their business. They have, as Mr. Black
quaintly said, “the crook in their back”
for the business, and one of them can
do as much as two or three ordinary
carpenters in the course of a day. All
the work is specialized, and there is no
waste of time. Moreover, building ma-
terial can be got for cash in Boston
cheaper than it can be got in St. John.
Asked if he thought a workingman’s
house of six rooms could be built in St.
John for $1500 Mr. Black expressed
doubt, but he said it ought to be done
for $2,000, Much would depend upon
how many houses were to be built by
the contractor, and the skill of the men
he employed.

The St. John ﬁnmkn :

When Mz, Black came to, St. John on
a visit a couple. of years ago he entered
a barber shop to be shaved, He remark-

it 1P a*good deal in St. John.
The:barber | promptly . answered that it
only looked so, and proceeded to tell
his customer that times were not nearly
as good in St. John as they were forty
years ago, and in a general way he con-
veyed the impression that the city had
a great past but no present or future
worth talking about.

“Have you lived here long?” queried
Mr. Black. i

The barber replied that he had lived
here all his life.

“In those old days you speak of,” said
Mr. Black, “you had great shipbuilding
in St. John.” ;

The barber admitted that this was so
and added that the industry had com-
pletely disappeared.

said Mr. Black.

“Yes,” said the barber. “The most of
the city was burned up.”

Mr. Black suggested that in view of
the loss of shipbuilding and the ruin
wrought by the great fire the citizens
had not done so badly to rebuild the
city and attain their present state of
prosperify. The barber, however, knew
of many vacant lots on which buildings
might be erected. In short he was a
hopeless case.

“Now,” said Mr. Black, “if I had been
a stranger in St. John, knowing nothing
of its past, but having some idea of in-
vesting money there, how much encour-
agement would I have got from this man
who had lived in St. John. all his life,
who made his living there, and who
ought to have a good word to say for
his home town?”

A Travel Talk

Mr. Black has been through Canada to
the coast, and spent several months in
a leisurely tour, getting acquainted with
the great west. He says he would not
be ‘as confident about the future of St.
John if he had not seen the west, but
having seen it, and gained some know-
ledge of its resources, its marvellous
growth, and what it must produce and
also consume in the years to come, he
realized what that must mean to the
eastern sea ports and the eastern seats
of manufacturing industry.

Mr. Black visited Europe, and varied
the monotony of the sea voyage by
standing as sponsor for an infant that
was baptised by ‘the Bishop of London,
who was also a passenger. Mr. Black is
a Baptist, and not strong on infant bap-
tism, but at the earnest and repeated
solicitation of the parents he got into a
clawhammer coat and bore his part man-
fully in the ceremony. On the steamer
he met & Manitoba legislator, and the
two paid a visit to Paris. As an illus-
tration of international politeness he told
of a stroll in which he and his friend
lost their bearings and accosted a pass-
ing Frenchman. They could not speak
French nor he English; but he went out
