PR. SILAS ALWARD’S STIRRING AD-
DRESS.

An_Eloquent Description of the Grent-
ness of the British Empire.

Sir John Allen, ladies and gentlemen,—
When the formation of this society was
first announced, I at once resolved to be-
come enrolled in its membership. The
reasons that impelled me were two-fold.
My grandfather was among that noble
band of exiles, who, one hundred andsix
years ago, this day, landed on the rocky
promontory that marks the site of this
flourishing city. I felt no act of mine
could be other than a pleasing task to
cherish the memory of those brave, true
men, who made so great a sacrifice for
their fealty to the Crown and their at-
tachment to British institutions. In the
second place, I wish to accentuate, in as
marked a manner as possible, my un-
wavering loyalty to the institutions they
prized so highly and to evince my desize
that they might be perpetuated to the
latest generations on this continent. The
founders of our city were no ordinary
men. They brought with them,
it is trme, mnot much of this
world’s goods, haviug been
impoverished in the long and bitter
struggle through which they had just
passed ; but they were richly dowered
in a better and nobler sense, possessing
moral qualities ard intellectual capabili-
ties of the highest order. These served
them in better stead than all else beside
in laying upon a sure basis the found-
ation of the rising state.

Faith in their cause and
faith in themselves, which
coupled with a spirit of optimism, that
no reverses could subdue,gave assurance
of certain success to their lofty mission.
Through all the history of our city the
spirit of the Loyalists has dominated.

Two lobster fishermen. J. H. Duncan
and Eleazer Crowell, of Clark’s Harbor,
came in from their traps last Saturday to
tell of a surprising sight which they had
witressed that day about a mile from
Cape Sable beach.

Mr. Duncan, whose truthfulness in all
matters is never disputed, relates that
w hile steering his boat along with a good
south east breeze, the day being fine and
the sky perfectly clear, he saw a black
object suddenly emerge from the ses,
about half amile ahead, and after remain-
ing in sight for a moment or twe slowly
gettle away and disappear. Atsuch adis-
tance, he could not distinguish size or
shape very accurately, but the thing
seemed, as he said, larger then a cask, and
somewhat tapering towards its end.

Mr. Eleazer Crowell was alone in an-
other boat over a quarter of a mile ahead
and was consequently very near the
monster.

While sailing along towards
his traps, looking forward, all at once he
saw ¢ giganti~ shape rise out of the water
