SARAH ALTHEA’S STOBMY LIFE.

an Adveniuress.

Sarah Althea Hill, whose stormy
career in California has given her
national notoriety, was born in this old
French town just thirty-nine years ago,
says a special from Cape Girardeau, Mo.
She comes from good stock, her father
being Samuel Hill, & prominent attorney,
and her mojher Julia Sloan, daughter of
a wealthy lumber dealer. She had one
brother, Hiram Morgan Hill, and her
parenss both died in 1854,leaving the two
orphans an estate of $40,000. She is re-
lated po some of the best families in the
county, among them the Wilkins, Sloans
and Rodneys. Thegirlhad good oppor-
tunities for acqniting #m education.’ She
attended school at Banville, Ky., and fin-
ally graduated fpmB& Vincent's convent
in this town. - She had &governess inthe
person of Mrs. Barrall, a sister ofex-Con-
sgessman Hatcher.

Her grandfather, Hiram Sloan, was her
guardian, and he appears to have held a
slack rein. The young ward developed a
spirited temper and soon after reaching
a legal age, made her money fly, She
grew up to womanhood in mauch her owin
way, and was noted for her Leauty and
temper. She wasa gifl of more than or-
dinary personal beauty. She was plump,
of medium height, and had alovely comey
plexion. She was fair, but not a pro-
nouunced blonde. While her eyes were
bright and sparkling they had a cold
look, and in them the student could read
insincerity. She was scheming, and this
trait made her unpopular among her girl
companions.

1t is said of her, too, that though she
was a spendthrift,she worshipped money
if she worshipped anything, and gave her
attention mostly to those who possessed
it. She is remembered by her -friends
there as something of a flirt, and at one
time she is said to have had three en-
gagements to marry on her hands. One
of thése, Leanders, is a prominent poli-
tician residing in soutbeast Missouri, and
an‘other resides in St. Louis.  Her con-
quests in that section of the state were
numerous during the time she held sway,
She was fast, but her name was never
tarnished with scandal.

In love affairs Miss Hill was tyran-
nical, and more than one of her lovers
had to suffer under her iron rule and
eccentric whims. Itis said she really
loved a young fellow named Will Shaw.
‘They were engaged to b@ married and
ofie night attended a hop. Sarah Althea
became very angry at her escort and
when the ballroom was entered she
went up stairs, and never came back un-
til time {o return home. :The young
man was angry, and determined to break
the engagement* Sarah Althea heard of
it, summoned him into her bewitching
presence, and the old infatuation re-
turned se strong that he resolved t0
swallow the iasult.

Not 80 Sarah. She had heard thathe
had told his friends that he had intend-
ed to break the engagement. She deter-
mined on revenge. She never looked
lovelier than on the night her luckless
lover answered her call. He was power-
less before her, and pressed his suit with
more energy than ever. She said noth-
ing until he was .ready to leave, and as
he stooped for a goodnight kiss on the
threshold she turned her head, and,
with her eyes blazing, said:

« Mr. Shaw, you can go. We will cry
quits. I don’t want to see you again.”

The young man almost fell down the
steps, and never saw her afterward.

Now the story goes that Sarah Althea
was really in love with this young man
and expected to win him back.

Her brother, Hiram Hill, was a reck-
less fellow,and followed her to California,
where he married a wealthy woman of
Spanish bleod, Sarah Althea has never
returned to the home of her childhood.

Then he did not use rams, but guinea
pigs and rabbits. A hospital is no place
for the preparation of tke fluid or for its
applieation. Why, the very atmosphere
isreeking with bacteria,and an exposure
of the finid for a moment under such
surroundings is enough to .contaminate
it with all kinds of disease germs.

“Pegople have been too hasty in con-
demning Dr. Brown-Sequard and his
remedy. He is no more in his dotage
than I am, and is far above those who
are criticising him. He has been con-
ducting his experiments in this line for
a great many Yyears, and has led
gradually up to his present results by a

petfectly logical course of reasoning and
research. 1 believe that if his methods
be carefully followed under proper con-
ditions his fluid will be foun&)of value as
a temporary stimulent and strengthening
agency, more than which he has never
claimed for it. But the present experi-
menters are simply pumping dead ani-
mal matter into their patients, which is
the quickest and surest way to produce’
blood poisoning.”

Congress.

‘The followieg is & copy of a bill re-
presentative Baker proposes to introduce
into Congressgat its next segsion :

Whereas, by recent legislation the
Canadian government has imposed an
increased export duty on pine saw logs
and round unmanufactured timber, etc..
with the avowed purpose of making the
exportation of said forest predncts pro-
Bibitory. Now, therefore be it enacted :

Sect. 1. That allarticles imported from
any foreign country into the United
States, in addition to the import duties
now, or which may hereafler gg imposed
by the laws of the United States thereen,
shall pay an additional duty, equal in
amount to any export duty which may
be imposed in such country on the ship-
ment of like articles to the United States,
e xcept in the case of logs, shingle bolts,
stave bolts and other raw material de-
signed for the use of American mills and
factories.

Sect. 2. That in case any foreign
country shall impose an export duty
upon logs, shingle bolts or other kinds of
wood that may be designed for, or used
ag the raw material for any American
sawmill or mills or factory, that the
sawn - lumber, shingles or other
manufactured product of such
kinds of logs, bolts or wood
as may have an export duty imposed
upon it by such coupiy, shall, when im-
ported from such country, be subject, in
addition toYhe prevailing duty provided
by law, to an additional duty equivalent
to the amount of such export duty.

Sect. 3. That all articles on shipment
into the United States, whether embraced
in the free list of the United States or
otherwise shall pay no less rate of duty,
than is or may be imposed by the laws
of the country of export, on like articles
imported into the said country frem the
United States.

Sect. 4. That the fellowing articles
shall on importation into the{UnitedStates
be subject to the following rate of duty.
