THE CHEESE SITUATION.
The seeds sown by the originators of the 

now defunct speculative boom Mid their 
blind followers are bearing fruit in a manner 
which ie the best comment on the course 
then adopted, that could be made. The fact 
that she purchasers of high priced cheese 
have lost considerably does not ameliorate 
the condition into which the market has 
fallen. The chief result of the boom is that 
factoi-ymen are refusing to meet the market, 
which has led to a large accumulation of 
stock# at the factories where they are held 
far above current vaines. We estimate the 
stock in Montreal to-day at 90,000 boxes. 
We can see nothing of a favourable nature 
in the sitnatioq^t any point. New York is 
weak, and their is a much larger quantity of 
cheese in that state than this date last year. 
—Montreal Gazette.

PETKRBORO CHEESE MARKET.
Aug. 19.—At the cheese fair here to-day

point have created much irregularity in 
quoting, and it is all o quite natural to sup­
pose that parties who have put goods into 
store selected the beat paicels for that pur­
pose. Indeed, strictly fancy, as it is ordin­
arily understood, has probably not had a 
fair test for a day or two, and might do bet­
tor than is generally supposed. Many of 
the trade, both buyers and sellers, are ex­
pecting that the decline will check ship­
ments from the country next week and 
afford basis for a steadier feeling, while ex­
porters seem to be willing to pay 9£c for 
stock of perfect quality, and find no one 
ready to meet them. Briefly, there is evi­
dence of an effort to brace up somewhat, 
which may result in a healthier feeling be­
fore next Friday. Home buyers have re­
mained quiet-spectators on a market steadily 
working in their favor. The exports for 
the week are 54,510 boxes.

issue of the Grocers’ Gazette published in 
London, England :—

Sir,—-During the last ten days, in com­
pany with Mr. Thos. Miles (Hately Bros.,) 
I have visited many of the leading cheese 
factories of this district, a section of the 
country rightly called “the garden of Can­
ada.” The enterprise of the “factorymen” 
of this neighbourhood has raised the char­
acter of their goods, so that in competition 
with the States they have taken the leading 
prizes, and it will be their own fault if they 
do not maintain their pre-eminence. The 
country looks well ; grass lands are in good 
form, and with a continuance of favourable 
weather there will be a large make, fully 15 
per cent, more than last season, and of finer 
quality. All cheese made here is “full 
cream.” Any farmer skimming his milk or 
letting it fall below the standard 
his interest in the factory, and be unable to 
remain in the neighbourhood. As the milk 
is brought in it is tested, weighed, and then 
run into the vat, so that the common interest 
which the cheesemaker has to protect makes 
him and his patrons severe if any irregularity 
occurs.

The salesmen of the different factories 
have a choice^ of four local markets iin the 
week, two of Which are recognised as leading 
ones, and therefore largely attended. Here 
are buyers prepared almost all the vear 
round to buy at a fractional decline from 
the leading price. Fully 95 per cent, of 
this product is exported to Great Britain, 
and with a steady demand and continuous 
prosperity there ie likely to l>e a large in­
crease in the manufacture of cheese.

There is now a great effort being pat forth 
to improve the make of butter, creameries 
being established under Government control 
ana assistance. It is confidently asserted 
that in a short time Canada will supply us 
with as fine an article in butter as any other 
country.
