NEW BRITISH AMBASSADOR. Cleveland, O., May 20.—The continua­
tion of the unsettled conditions on the 
local street railway strike for at least 
twenty-four hours is the result of an 
all-night meeting of the members of 
th^ state board of arbitration and the 
officials of the Municipal Street Rail­
way Company, together with the lead­
ers of the union. The conference ad­
journed shortly after 3 o’clock this 
morning without an hour for reassem­
bling.

No announcement was made on be­
half of either side of the controversy. 
After a night marked by the most vio­
lent conditions since the strike was in­
augurated five days ago, the police and* 
county officers began preparing to pro­
tect the non-union men on the cars and 
the public that had the courage to ride. 
What was reported as the final confer­
ence for peace began in the company’s 
offices at 1 o’clock after the state board 
and labor officials had spent two hours 
going over the matters that developed 
at an earlier meeting.

It was hoped that an agreement might 
be reached. The points of difference, 
however, were too great. The discus­
sion was extraordinarily animated, the 
crux of the strikers’ point of view be­
ing the question of seniority of position 
in the event that the strikers should 
xeturn to work.

Because of the riotous actions of last 
night wherein eighteen persons were 
injured, some perhaps fatally, the cars 
early this morning were but ill-patron­
ized. Busses and other vehicles con­
tinued to ply on the various lines and 
were liberally used. Daylight brought 
with it, however, courage and as the 
police force was strengthened the peo­
ple began to use the cars. The ma­
jority of the violence, so far in the 
strike, has been done during the night 
hours and consequently it is believed 
by the authorities that unless some­
thing is done to-day to reach a settle­
ment of the dispute, to-night may wit­
ness a repetition of ^the dynamiting 
outrages.

A patrolman found fully a hundred 
big dynamite caps scattered along the 
car tracks between Bridge avenue and 
West Twenty-fourth* strait iro’clock 
this morning. The caps were placed so 
closely together that they would have 
completely wrecked the first car that 
struck them. Fifteen minutes later he 
found a bçttle of nitro-glycerine lying 
in the gutter at Bridge avenue and 
Forty-third street, 
street railway men’s strike opened their 
campaign of publicity last night when 
they threw their meeting rooms open to 
the public. These meetings are to be 
held for several nights in all parts of 
the city and the public is to be told the 
strikers’ side of the controversy.

Strike May End.

Ottawa, May 20.—Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
presented to the Commons yesterday 
the two draft treaties agreed upon on 
April 11th for marking the internation­
al boundaries both in the Atlantic and 
Pacific oceans, and also for the adop­
tion of regulations with a view to the 
preservation of food fishes in waters 
contiguous to both countries.

The boundary commission will vary 
in its personnel, in most cases consist­
ing of a geographer or surveyor ap­
pointed by each country and in the 
event of disagreement a provision is 
made for the appointment of an arbi­
trator of another power or possibly of 
three powers.

The treaty with regard to fisheries is 
an important one, its object being to 
arrive at uniform and effectual meas­
ures for the protection, preservation 
and propagation of food fishes of the 
contiguous waters within three months 
after the adoption of the treaty. Each 
country is to appoint a commissioner 
who will hold office for four years. 
Within six months after being named 
the commissioners will proceed to de­
termine the times, seasons and methods 
of fishing. The nets, engines, gear, ap­
paratus and appliances which may be 
used are to be fixed and determined by 
uniform international regulation. The 
commissioners will also have power to 
fix the length of the close seasons, pro­
pose limitations, and the adoption of a 
uniform system of registry. A procla­
mation giving effect to the findings of 
the commission will be issued concur­
rently in both countries.

An important provision stipulates 
that jurisdiction may be exercised by 
either government over the citizens and 
subjects of the other who may be ap­
prehended for the violation of these 
regulations.

EXHUMED BODY New York, May 20.—Cotton trading 
interests here were given a severe 
shock yesterday when it became known 
that 48 mmbers of the New York cot­
ton exchange had been subpoenaed to 
appear before the federal grand jury.

Among these are the members of the 
board of managers of 1905 and mem­
bers of the trade revision commis­
sions of the past few years.

While no official statement as to tha 
purpose or scope of the investigation 
could be secured, it is stated on au- , 
thority that it has to do in an imme­
diate sense with the case of Edwin S. 
Holmes, who was dismissed in 1905 
from the associate chiefship of the bu­
reau of statistics in the department of 
agriculture, after “leaks” in the crop 
reporting system of the government 
had been investigated by secret ser­
vice agents of the government.

LEADS TO ARREST
Ottawa, May 20.—The result of the 

examination of ex-Major Hodgins, be­
fore a special commons committee, has 
so far brought out two significant 
facts, which go to practically discount 
the whole effect of his charges. Last 
night in the course of his examination, 
the major stated that at the most the 
whole stretch of 175 miles of the sec­
tion from Lake Superior junction to the 
prairies to which his charges pointed 
and practically relate, was of very 
rocky nature, and most of the cuttings 
had to_.be clapsifiec*; a***aç£.

He admitted that if all the loose 
rock cuttings were classified as rock 
cuttings and all the earth a^id sand 
cuttings were classified as loose rock 
cuttings then, even on this extreme 
basis of classification the cost of the 
whole section would be only about $400 
per mile.

His arrest fol­
lowed the repdrt made to the coroner’s 
jury by the Regina chemists who ex­
amined the stomach removed from the 
body, which wô^s exhumed three weeks 
ago. ••

The mounted ’ police began to look 
for Steinberg as soon as the "rumors of 
foul play crystalized to such an extent 
that it wàs thought advisable to open 
the gfave and hold an Inquest. After 
enquiries had been made in "Bbston, 
whence the couple came, and other 
American cities, the fugitive was locat­
ed in Cincinnati, where he had mar­
ried a girl he knew in Boston previous 
to his first marriage. The police of the 
Ohio city were urged to keep him un­
der watch until the organs of the dead 
woman could be submitted to a chemi­
cal anaylsis.

The coroner’s jury received this re­
port last week. It showed traces of 
arsenic, and the authorities decided to 
act. The mounted police got busy and 
a wire announced that Steinberg was 
under arrest in Cincinnati.

The motive for the crime is thought 
to be some $500 possessed by the wife 
and the desire to be free to marry the 
woman he is now said to be living 
with.

The Steinbergs came here two years 
ago, and he took up a homestead in 
the Green Bluff district. The accused 
seemed to be a man of education and 
a printer.

The police are said to have woven a 
strong chain of circumstantial evi­
dence around the fugitive.

Berlin, Germany, May 20.—While the 
government officials positively deny the 
report emanating from Washington 
that the negotiations looking to the 
adoption of an arbitration treaty with 
the United States have been broken off, 
the incident serves to bring out again 

‘the somewhat pessimistic view of in­
fluential elements in Germany with 
reference to such arbitration projects 
under present conditions.

At the foreign office it is said that ne­
gotiations are still in progress and hope 
is entertained that they will lead to 
mutually satisfactory results. The fact 
that they have not proceeded rapidly 
is ascribed rather to the difficulty of 
adjusting certain details than to a lack- 
of accord regarding essential points.

Expressions of a sincere desire that 
any agreement calculated to improve 
the relations with the United States 
should be brought to a successful issue 
can be heard on all sides. These friend­
ly utterances, however, are coupled 
with expressions plainly intimating 
that many leaders both in and out of 
official life are inclined to be skeptical 
regarding the value of such agreements 
except within certain well-defined lim­
its. These practically admit that Ger­
many’s attitude in the present case is 
dictated more by a desire to retain the 
good will of the United States than by 
faith in the utility of arbitration.

New York, May 20.—A wealthy Ital­
ian physician’s refusal to comply with 
the demands of Black Hand criminals 
resulted in grave danger to the lives of 
a hundred persons to-day, when a 
bomb was exploded in the tenement 
house at 316 East Fifteenth street.

None of the victims were dangerously 
hurt with the exception of Tony Lam- 
barro, who was crushed by falling tim­
ber and internally injured. The 
explosion occurred when most of the 
occupants of the house were at break­
fast. Dr. Attillo Caccini, who had an 
office on the ground floor of the tene­
ment told the police that he Jiad re­
ceived a number of threatening letters
