Senor Zerega Knows Nothing of
Mysterious Dead Woman.

In response to
Estatements by the representative of'the
‘Associated Press, Senor Zerega said he
had already heard by cable of tne sup-
posed identification of Mrs. Everett and
his wife, but refused to believe it was
trwe until stronger proofs were added.

“My wife went to New York April 4.

three days.

The Enpglish steamer Nimrod has re-
turned from Green’s Pond, where, with
land in view, she was jammed in the
ice and blocked for sixteen days. She
reports that the whole coast is blocked
with ice, and that all the bays are full
of it. Serious destitution exists, owing
to the-inability of traders to secure sup-
plies from St. John’s, navigation being
impessible. ;

The people are at many places eating

visions, to make out an existence until
supplies are procurable. The  blockade
is having a damaging effect upon the
cod-fishery, the fishermen being unable
