THE BRIDGE PLANS.
Those for Fraser River Structure Released
Yesterday—Doint Ellice Prints StHl
in Custody.

The plans of the Fraser river bridge,
which were selzed by the customs pending
the pnrment of duty on them, were re-
lensed yesterday on the strength of a de-
posit placed by the importers with the col-
leetor. The matter has heen referred to Ot-
tawa, where the amount of duty will be
definitely computed, and, if it be found that
the smm received is excessive, the differ-
ence will be refunded 'The customs’ de-
mand was not exactly satisfactory to the
provineial authorities, as It was intimated
that the actual cost of producing the plans,
on the basis of which the duty was to he
charged, was only $100. The collector
ointed out, however, that no allowance
1ad been made for the designer’s skill,
lanbor and experience, and that when this
wag taken Into account the figure would be
vastly larger.

In arriving at a charge, however, the cus-
toms were compelled te hase their esti-
mate of the cost of producing the plans on
a certain percentage of the cost of the
construction of the work., Instead of two
and- a half per cent. they ealculated on n
rate considerably less, making allowance
for the fact that some of the work must
have been u?‘ompllnhod here and was con-
sequently not dutiable, They also figured
on a presumed minimum cost of construe-
tlon of, say, $400,000, Calenlating the
estimated cost of the production of plans
at one per eent., the resnlt would be $4,000,
On thir the regnkr rate of twenty per eent.
would be exacted, which would place -the
omount at 3

As for the Point Ellice hridge plans, they
are still In the custody of the customs.
The degigner has submitted an atldavit
certifying that the blue prhits cost $35.06,
and the cloth prints $15.30; total, $18.36.
But here nfmln the collector points out no
allowance is made for skill, labor and
knowledge of the designer. According to
the designer's estiimate of the' cost the duty
wonld be only $3.60, which is twenty per
cent. of what they certify is the cost.
