Lord Kitchener replied, on bchalf of
the army in South Africa, tendering its
sincere thanks for the congratulations of
the government, which he was sure the
troops would receive with great satis-
faction.

STATEMENT ISSUED
BY THE WAR OFFICE

Neéarly Efght Thousand Trovps Killed’
in Action or Died of Wounds—
Surrender of Fouche.

London June 5.—The official state-
ment issued by the war office this
evening shows that the total reduction
of British forces in South Africa up to
May 30th of the present year was 97,-
477. . This includes killed, prisoners,
deaths from disease, and men sent home.
Of these, many have rejoined their regi-
ments, leaving 28,434 dead, or perman-
ently incapacitated. The total number
of troops killed in action or who died of
wounds is 7,792, while the total number
of deaths from disease is 13,250.

Feeling in Africa.

Capetown, . June 5.—Reports which
have been received here from all quar-
ters indicate the greatest relief and sat-
isfaction at the conclusion of peace.

The Boer delegates are in the field to
bring in the various commandoes, and
most of them have been ordered to come
in.. Commandant Fouche, the only rebel
whose intentions were doubtful, has al-
ready eome in. Preparations are being
made to resume the night train serviee
to all pointa.

The committee’s report, which
i is based on the evidence of officers
themselves, from the commander-in-chief
. downlward, fills forty-eight printed pages
with caustic criticism of the existing
system. The witnesses were unanimous
in Saying that the junior officers were
lamentably deficient in military knowl-
edge, the desire to acquire knowledge,
and in zeal., The committee finds that
the young officers will not work unless
compelled to do so; that “keenness is out
of fashion,” and that officers do not
possess military educatifn, and plain-
tively protests that officers ought “at
least to be. able to express themselves
" clegrly and concisely in their own
language.”

The report condemns the systems of
Woolwich and Sandhurst, and says that
education is far from satisfactory, “the
instructors having no inducement to
teach the cadets, still less to work.”
With the view of diminishing the ex-
penses of officers bel(m;;illg to cavalry
regiments, the report recommends that
regimental coaches and keeping hounds
be forbidden,

Perhaps the penultimate paragraph is
the mest important of all. “So long as

. mediocrity is permitted to pass muster,”’
says the committee, “and signal ability
meets with no substantial recognition, it
is useless to hope for any valuable results
from verbal amendments to tle regula-
tions, Nothing but induceéwents in the
shape of certzin reward for good work,
either in peace or war, ecan raisé the
standard of knowledge through the com-
missioned ranks.
