The meeting of the local government
was continued this morning, in their
rooms on Church street. Last even-
ing’s session was devoted entirely to
routine business, of which a large am-
ount wa transacted.

The full session this morning was
taken up with the various delegations
which prese_nted petitions to the gov-
ernment. 5

The delegation regarding the treat-
ment of tuberculosis, which consisted
of both physicians and ministers was
introduced by Dr. J. P.-Mclnerney, M.
P.P. The medical profession was re-
presented by Doctors J. R. Mcintosh,
J. W. Daniel, M.P.,, Thomas Walker,
Murray McLaren, P.R. Inches, J. Boyle
Travers, of St. John, H. I. Taylor, M.
P.P., of St. George, J. A. Caswell],
Gagetown, J. H. Wetmore, Hampton,
H. Lunan, of Campbeliton and W. D.
Rankin of Woodostock.

The following clergymen were also
present on the same mission: Ven.
Arch. Deacon Raymond, Rev. D. Lang,
Rev. A. B. Cohoe, Dr. C. R. Flanders
and his Lordship Bishop Casey.

The delegation presented a large
amount - of information regarding tbe
prevalence of tuberculosis in the Pro-
_vince what wes being in other places
and petitioned the government to make
n appropriation of sufficient size to es-
tablish a public sanitorlum for the
treatment of the. disease.

Dr. McIntosh read the petitién set-
ting forth the need of a sanitarium and
asking for a grant of $30,000 to erect &
suitable building. The petition suggest-
ed that a commission be appointed by
the government to select a suitable site
in g district on a high level within the
province. ! . :

Bishop Casey expressed - his hearty
sympathy with the movement, and
urged that the petition be granted.

Archdeacon Raymond next spoke
dealing with the conditicns which made
the sanitarium a necessity.

Rev. E. Hunter Boyd, of Warving,
-who was sent by the Dominion Gov-
ernment 1o the International Congress
on Tuberculosis recently held in Wash-
ington, was the next speaker.

He told of what had been done at
the congress and indicated along what
lines the best results had been accomr
plished.

Rev. Dr. Lang spoke on the public
sympathy which was behind the move-
ment and in urging the petition for
the grant expressed the opinion that
there would be no difficulty in getting
sufficient support from public subscrip-
| tions to meet the cost of maintenance.
\  Dr. Flanders also strongly urged the
need of such an institution.
