London, Aug. .27—In the crowd of 
refugees who arrived this evening 
from Ostend were a dozen Americana 
who succeeded in making their way 
out of Antwerp with hand baggage 
only. Among them was Mrs. George 
Sparrow of New York, who had left 
Liege before that city was besieged 
by the Germans. She said:

“In Antwerp I was aroused one 
night by a loud boom, which I imagin­
ed was caused by cannon firing in the 
fort. But looking out of a window, 
I saw a Zeppelin airship, apparently 
quite near. I could plainly hear the 
buzz of its motor. A bomb from it 
fell only a few blocks away, the ex­
plosion of which was followed by an 
outbreak of fire.

"Many people rushed from the hou­
ses, panic stricken ; some of the wom­
en were hysterical. It was a fearful 
night. I got out of the city next 
morning with several other Americans 
and went to Ostend, where I spent 
last night. Ostend is very quiet, with 
gendarmes walking about the streets. 
I saw no sign of Germans this morn-

One Day’s Conquest by Russian*. London, Aug. 27.—That the German 
emperor renounced his British titles 
when the rupture of the nations occur­
red is confirmed in the official account 
of the final dealings of the British am­
bassador, Sir VVm. Edward Goschen, 
with the German government, publish­
ed tonight. High tribute is paid the 
American ambassador at Berlin, James 
W. Gerard.

The morning after war was declar­
ed the emperor’s aide brought to the 
British ambassador this message: 
"The emperor has charged me to ex­
press to Your Excellency his regret 
for the occurrences of last night, but 
to tell you, at the same time, that you 
will gather from these occurrences an 
idea of the feelings of his people re­
specting the action of Great Britain 
in joining with other nations against 
her old allies of Waterloo.

“His Majesty also begs that you will 
tell the King that he has been proud 
of the titles of British Field Marshal 
and British Admiral, but that in con­
sequence of what has occurred he 
must now at once divest himself of 
these titles."

The regret expressed was over the 
mobbing of the British embassy. Re­
ferring to Ambassador Gerard, the 
British ambasador reports:

"I should also like to mention the 
great assistance rendered to us all by 
my American colleagues, Mr. Gerard 
and his staff. Undeterred by the hoot­
ing and hissing with which he was of­
ten greeted by the mob, on entering 
and leaving the embassy, His Excel­
lency repeatedly came to see me to 
see how he could help us, and to make 
arrangements for the safety of Bri­
tish subjects.

Paris, Aug. 27, 6.95 p. m.—General 
De La Croix, the eminent military 
critic of the Temps, writes as follows 
on the situation :

"In judging of the actual situation, 
one must, before all, not separate the 
events which are unrolling upon the 
Franco-Belgian frontier and the con­
flict which is going on between Ger­
many and Russia. The Russians are 
advancing in Eastern Prussia and Ga­
licia, and they are far from having all 
their forces in the movement, because 
of the Immensity of their country.

"Germany, which is moving the ma­
jority of her forces against us, and at­
tacking with extreme violence, because 
of the urgency of her situation, is in 
great danger. She must transfer part 
of her army now engaged against 
France and send it against Russia. 
We must hold fast, no matter what the 
sacrifice and prevent the realization 
of the German plan to withdraw part 
of her troops.

"Our army in the north must not be 
content to defend, but, when the mo­
ment arrives, It must again take the 
offensive. By our offensive we will be 
able to know that Germany is stripping 
our front and as resistance before us 
becomes less we will push forward."
