Ottawa, Sept. 9-—It is beginning
to look as though the opposition will
decline to approve of the .League of
Natlong covenant without demanding
a reservation. That, at all events, is
the inference left by the spee.hes de:
livered today by Mr. Erpest LaPointe
and Mr, Lucien Cannon. “We must
make sure,” said Mr. LaPointe, “that
the supreme power of the parliament
of Canada is not infringed, and, for

(. my part, I would favor an amendment

to the effect that mnothing in, this
treaty shall be held to impair the
rights' and privilegeg ,of this parlia-
ment. It must be made ‘tlear that
no Canadian soldier can ever be forc
ed to war, or sent anywhere but by
the consent and authority of the Par-
liament of -Canada,’ Equally emphat-
ic were the words of Mr. Cannon. “I
do not think we should give our ap-
proval to this article, (article tem),”
he said, “without reservations pre-
serving the supreme authority of the
Canadian Parliament in the matter
of making war.’

Taken all in all, the debate today
was worthy of the great occasion
which it marked. Mr. LaPointe, who
led off for the opposition, possesses

1 a broad grasp of Imperial ‘and inter-
national affairs, a keen,.analytical
mind, fing oratorical ability, and the
genius of his race, for mastery of
‘constitutional affairs.

Great Champions. .

On the other hand, Mr. Roweéll, who
‘replied for. the govermment; made a
masterful analysis and defencé of the
league. The President of the Coun-
¢il is, perhaps, the most thorough-
#OIng student of fonglgn questiors
amotig English-speaking members of
the Commons. Today he showed a
grasp of the essentials of the League
covenant which challenged the admir-
ation of the entire House, analyzing,
explaining and interpreting its var-
dous clauses and answering the most
penetrating questions with the utmost
ability and ease. His speech, taken
as a whole, was a most luminous ex-
position of the underlying aims and
principles of the League, and many
of the main objections which™ oppo-

sition speakers cited against the fam-|

ous article ten appeared rather puny
in the light of his contentions,

Mr. LaPointe, like all Rievious op-
position speakers, had no objections
to. offer jlo the Peace Treaty itself.
His quarrel was with the relations
of Canada to it, although he based his
criticisms upon ground fundamentally
different from that occupietd by Mr.
McKgenzie, his leader. Mr. McKen-

* zie's criticism was (hat we should
not have bothered about the Treaty
or the Peace Conference at all. That
we should have left the delegates of
Great Britain to make peace on our
behalf. Mr. LaPointe repudiated and
rejected that argument completely,

What he objected to was, not that
we were represented in Paris but that
we were not represented wish more of
the power and privileges and status of
a nation. Our plenipotentiaries had
not signed the treaty as the plemipo-
tentiaries of the other ' smaller na-
tions had; the Parliament of Canada
had not the right to dot an “I” op to
cross a “T” of the Treaty; and so
as the Peace Conference was concern-
ed, we had advanced no-farther to-
ward nationhood than had India,
which -did not ‘even possess respon-
sible government. In a word, the
burden of Mr. LaPointe’s argument
was that Canada was not represented
at Paris as a nation, and that, more-

" ¥ over, her delegates there gid not pos-
\sesg status of equality with the dele-
@gates of the British government.

,League Merely a Ggise.
Regarding the League of Nations,
Mr. LaPointe was favorable to the
principle of such a project, but he
wag fearful that\the present league
was merely a new guise for the old
balance of power. What other con-
clusion could there be, he held, de-
apite the.jeague, the spectacle was

PEACE TREATY GOES
TO UNITED STATES

Washington, - D. O, Sept. 9.—The
German Peace Tgeaty, six months in
the making, will be returned t0 the
Senate, tomorrow, by the Foreign Re-
lations Committee, along with a major-
ity report containing amendment to
the treaty and resfrvation to its
League of Nations covenant.

The treaty will go back to the Sen-
ate exactly two months to the day
from the date it was laid befofe the
bedy by President Wilson. Senator
Hitchoock, of Nebraska, ranking. Demo-
cratic member of the committes, will
present a minority report, and gen-
eral debate will commence Monday,
and will continue, without interrup-
tion, until final .action.is taken.

The Death of John Mitchell
- Removes/One of the Most
Widely Known Labor
Leaders in the United
States.

New York, Sept. 9.—John Mitchell,
former president of the United Mine
Workers of America, and one of the

most widely known labor leadefs in
the United State:, died at five o'clock
this afternoon at the post graduate
hospital. Mr. Mitchell was only 49
years old.. He underwent an opera-
tion ten days ago for the removal ot
lgul stones from which he failed to ras

Y.

Since 1915, Mr. Mitchell had been
chairman of the New York State In-
dustrial Commission,

Mr, Mitchell was born in Braid-
wood, Illinois, February 4, 1870, the
son of Robert and Martha Mitchell.

At the age of 11 years he began
work in the coal mines, obtaining his
education by studying at night. He
soon developed an interest in labor
problems, and a deep sympathy for
workers in the mines?”

~  Held Position of Trust

In 1885 he joined the Knightg -of
Labor,, subsequently travelling exten-
sively through the West in the coi®-
bined interest of mining development
and labor. In 1891 he married Kath-
erine O'Rourke, of Spring Valley, Ili-
neis, and shortly after ithis was ap-
pointed secretary of the United Mine
Workersiof America, becoming presi-
dent of this organization in 1899 and
serving without interrunption until
1908,

He relinquished this office to accept
an appointment as chairman of the
trade~agreement department .of  the
National Clyic ¥ tion, serving In
this office Untll 1911, when he deécfded
to expound the cause of labor from
the lecture platform, which occupied
his attention until 1913,

His affiliation with the American
Federation -of Labor began in 1898
with an appointment as fourth vice-
president of the national body. He
became second vice-president in 1900
and comntinued in this office until 191¢:

He was invited to become a mem-
ber of the New York State Industrial
Commission in 1915 and was chair-
man of the commission at his death

Was an Author.

During his strenuous life as a labor
leader and organizer, Mr. Mitchell
found time to write numerous books
on - the subject nearest his Theart.
Among his works were “Organized La-
bor, Its Purposes and Ideals,” ama
“The Wage Earner and His Prob-
lems.”

Mr. Mitchell is survived by hjs wi-
dow, a daughter, Katherine, and three
sons.

Paris, Sept. 9—In answer to the
Rumanian note saying that the Ru-
munians would 8igh the Ausirian trea
ty only with reservations, A. J. Bal
four, of the British delegation, is pre-
paring a letter for the
claring that Rumania's signature wiil
not be accepted unless ‘given uanre-
servedly.

In reply to this leiter, Nicholas Mi-
shu, head of the Rumanian delegation,
will hand to the council a letter say-

ing that Rumania is unable to sign|

the treaty, and giving reasoms for
this.

The two principal reasons were:

First, -the Article 60, of the treaty
held their hands commercially and
economically at a time when they re-
quired absolute freedom of actiom, in
order to accomplish reconstruction,
and, that the second, guarantees to
minorities imposed by an outside pow-
er would take away Rumania's sov-
ereignty over newly annexed terr:
tories.

Get Advice

Judge Robson Intimates All
Who Lost Jobs,Will be Re-
instated if They Will Re-
pudiate Strike Leaders,

Winnipeg, Sept.  9.—Judge H. A.
Robeon, at the re-opening of the strike
probe yesterday called upon the mem,
bers of unions in Winnipeg who were
being refused re-employment by the
employers of Winnipeg to repudiate
the strike leaders, confess that they
were misled, and to come out and state
that in future they would not repeat
the history of the past. Judge Rob-
son made this statement to witnesses
appearing on behalf of employes ot
the Canadian National Railways, but
also included all men who had been
reinstated. If such a consideration
were made, he intimated the possibil-
ty of reinstatement of all those shut
out at a not very remote date.

The first witness yesterday was J.
‘Watson, of the Canadian Brotherhood
of Railway Employes, embracing ex-
press and clerical workers, ‘who testi-
fied that this diserimination had been
displayed towards members of the or-
ganization.

Questioned by Judge H. A. Robson,
witness admitted that the Canadian
National Express employes were form.
ing a unicn of their own.

Commissioner Robson informed the'
witness that he was in a position to
know that there was an obstacle in
the road to re-employment of mem-
bers of witness’ uuion, that it was ne-
cessary for that body to get together
and také their affairs into their own
hands when, Judge Robson had rea‘
gon to believe, they would be taken
back. The commissioner had placed
the situation before the authorities at
Ottawa. Before any move could be
made toward re-employment the broth-
erhood would have to break away from
undesirable influences.

Attempts to Speak to the Men

Toronto, Sept. 8.—Stewart Lyon,
editor of the Globe, tonight in Queen's
Park faced an adverse crowd of‘sever-
al thousand returned soldlers and
their friends, and defended Globe edl-
ftorials opposing the demanded gratui.
ty of $2,000 to each of the wer veter
ans. The challenge had been thrown
out by the local leaders, asking the
Globe editor to appear before the men
and explain. Threats of boycottyag
the Globe had been made. A commit-
tee of the agitators for the gratuity
waited upon Mr. Lyom in his oftice
this aftern.on, but his statement of
his side o. : question did not satis
fy the cuwsaitiee. ‘thereupon Mr.
Lyon decided 10 address a gathering
in the park.

It was an exceedingly noisy crowd,
Possibly two thirds of the men pres
ent would have listened to the editor,
but the other third made this impos-
keeping up a continuous
noise and shouting with tiresome re-
petition, “the Globe is omn the bum.-

The inability of the country to beas
the additional burden that would be
imposed, if the wished-for gratmity
were granted was pointed out by Mr,
Lyon, who cited figures to prove his
contention that Canada is already stag-
gering under the burdens caused by
the war. Mr. Lyon tried to point this
out, but he was-interrupted so muck
and the ‘moise became so great that
even he could scarcely hear

After o vaint attempt to make
his position ‘¢clear, except to a few
people in his immediate vicinity, h&
gave up the struggle. *Having pre
vented the explanation which they
had demanded, the crowd left the
park almost in the tracks of Mr. Lyon,
although no violence to him had been
attempted. They followed him to the
Globe office, where they halted for a
minute or so, and “booed” the Globe.
A few policemen were at the front
door of the Globe, but the crowd did
not show any disposition to enfer,
They resumed their march up Yonge
street, continuing their shouts agginst
the Globe, and finally dispersed “=3¢h-
out having engaged in any violence.
