10 conditions as are agreed upon, and subject to such restrictions
as to the directors seem it; provided that such agreement Approval of
has been firstapproved by two-thirds of the votes at a special xff oernor
general meeting of the shareholders duly called for the purpose in counncil.
of considering the same, at which meeting shareholders repre-

15 senting at least two-thirds in value of the stock are present or
represented by proxy, and that such agreement has also
received the sanction of the Governor iu Council.

way Act, and also for a like period in one newspaper, in each
of the counties through which the railway of the Company
runs, aud in which a newspaper is published.

S. Thetime for the completion of the railway ofthe Company Mine
25 is hereby extended for five years from the passing of this Act,

and, if the railway is not then completed, the powers granted
for the construction thereof shall cease and be null and void
as respects so much of the railway as then remains uncompleted.
