An Ordinance to provide for the better
internal Government of this Pro-
vince, by the establishment of local
or municipal authorities therein.

Preamble. HEREAS, for the better protection and manage-
ment of the local interests of Her Majesty’s
subjects in this Province, and for the advancement of the
internal prosperity thereof it is expedient and necessary
that Municipal authorities be established in the several -
Districts of the said Province :—Be it therefore Ordained
and Enacted, by His Excellency the Governor of the
Province of Lower Canada, by and with the advice and
consent of the Special Council for the affairs thereof con-
stituted and assembled by virtue and under the authority
of an Act of the Parliament of the United Kingdom of
Great Briwain and Ircland passed in the first year of the
Reign of Her prescnt Majesty, intituled,  An Act to make
{empurary proviston jfor the Government of Lower Ca-
noda 3 And also by virtue and under the authority of 2
certain other Act of the said Parliament, passed in the
Session Leld in the second and third years of the Reign
of Her present Majesty, intituled, “.dn Aet 2o emend an
“.dct of the last Session of Parliament, for making
% temporary provision jor ike Government of Lower Ca-
“pads ;” And it is hereby Ordained andEracted, by the
authority of the said Acts of Parliament, that this Province
ni  shall, for the purposes of this Ordinance, be divided into
Jis [ gueh number of Districts as to the said Governor shall
vernofsProcla- seem fit; and it shall be lawfut for the Governor, by and
mation- _ yith the advice of the Executive Council for the said Pro-
vinee, on or before the first day of January which will ke .

forty-one, to issue a Proclamation under the Great Seal of
the said Province, whereby the said Province shall be di-
vided into Districts and the limits of such Districts fixed,
appointed, and declarcd.
