Coach Kelley stated 
that a boy must stand in toe 
top third of his high school 
class and show substantial 
need in order to receive aid. 
There are apparently five 
players on the BU team play­
ing for hoiking because they 
come, from wealthy familys. 
Kelley claims that he cannot 
influence the university scho­
larship committee in favour 
of his hockey players.

On the other side of the 
story, BU players have re­
ported that everyone on the 
team receives a 2700 dollar 
hockey scholarship. Also Fa­
ther Kehoe says he has dis­
counted his recruiting to On­
tario and Quebec because the 
best players had been offered 

J hockey scholarships to East- 
tern US universities.

Kehoe and Gaudet did not 
do any recruiting in the off 
season this year.
