The Tigers found the 
Axemen in a stubborn mood 
allowing the visitors just five 
first place wins. With victories 
in just the 800 freestyle by 
Tom Scheibelhut; the 50 free­
style by Stuart McLennan; the 
100 freestyle by Ron Stegen 
(who missed the CIAU qualify­
ing time by just one tenth of a 
second) and Donald Pooley 
with a determined swim in the 
200 backstroke, the Tigers 
found their backs to the wall 
heading into the final event. 
The quartet of Arthur Rennie, 
Stegen, McLennan and Web­
ster pulled the meet out of the 
fire to give the Tigers a 49-47 
margin to close out the first 
half of the season.

The Tigers open the 1981 leg 
of the season in the Dalplex, 
January 10th against Acadia.
