In an interview, Senator Wilson 
made it clear that his mission is of 
a ministerial character. “I have 
authority to negotiate for, but
naturally not to conclude, any
definite arrangement until my
government is consulted,” he said. 
‘‘Of course anything agreed Would 
need ratification by the two par 
liaments."

As to the prospects of an agree­
ment and Australia's probable at­
titude to what is intimated as Cana- 
ada's proposal—au exchange of
