United Kingdom sccount up to teptember 30, 1041,
amounted to $#751,872,000. Commitments were also
made on behalf of United Kinpdom to that date for
capital expenditure on plant extensions, and for
the output of some of these pilants, to the extent
of #215,789,000, an estimated figure which includes
the United Kingdom's share in joint projedts.
Thug, the totel contracts placed and commitments
made on behalf of the British Government, up to
September 30, 1941, smounted to approximately
#967,661,000.

The sum of the contracts actually signed
for financial agsistence on Canadian account and
of commitments for capital expenditure on United
Kingdom account is £363,525,880.

For some months this Dlepartment has also
been placing contracts on behelf of the Governments
of Australia, New Zealand, South Africa,-Greece,
the Netherlands, and the United Etates, the pur-
chases in Canade by the United States being made
through War Supplies, Limited, a Government-owned
subsidiary company. The total contracts f{or each
of these countries is ag follows:
