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within two weeks of the opening of the session next following 
the making of such order or regulation.

l^rThe Minister shall lay before Parliament, within 
thirty days after the commencement of each session thereof, 
a report containing a statement of the operations of the 
Department during the year then last preceding. 5

IX The Governor in Council may prescribe the penalties 
that may be imposed by fine or imprisonment or by fine 
and imprisonment for violations of this Act or of orders 
and regulations made thereunder, and may also prescribe 10 
whether such penalties shall be imposed upon summary 
conviction or upon indictment, but no such penalty shall 
exceed a fine of five thousand dollars or imprisonment 
for a term of five years, or both such fine and imprison­
ment. 15
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
