His lie was
most consmstent, and his end most triumphant
Never bas it been my lot to visit such a happy
death bed scene. As soon as I entered bis
dying chamber, stretching out his hand he thus
accosted me, “ 1 have fought a good fight, I have
finished my course,” &c. No doubt (we felt)
be had, and was mow going to receive the
i His illness was short and accompanied
by very litle pain. His death was literally a
falling asleep. He died on the 18th, and we
buried him on the 21st of December, making
some remarks upon the text be bhad so beau-
tifally quoted as his own experience. His
funeral was largely attended, and his remains
were deposited not far from those of the
sainted Marshall, 'and as we took a last look
at bis coffin, we could not belp exclaiming,
« Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord.”

Y. M. C. Association Anniversary.

‘We bave read with pleasure the proceedings
of the Anniversary of the Young Men's Chris-
tian Association of London, held in Exeter Hall,
on the 20th ult., s venerable christian nobleman,
the Earl of Shaftesbury, in the chair. The re-
port announced the existence of 736 associations
throughout the world, comprising & membership
of 58,430. These associations are employed in
various departments of christisn work, conduct-
ing prayer meetings, Bible classes, &c., besides
ceiperating with other societies, such s the
Early Closing movement, and in efforts for the
promotion of Sabbath observance.

The snnual course of Exeter Hall Lectures
before the London Association, which bad been
continued with great success and advantsge, and
with immense popularity for tweaty years, hav-
ing been discontinued, it is only preper to state
that the change made in this respect in the op-
erations of this excellent institution, is no indica-
tion of declining zeal or of lessened usefulness. Oa
the contrary, it is believed that for genuine prac-
tical work among the young men of Lendon, the
last year has been one of its best.

The Rov, R iom, Methodist, remarked
on the asive character of the isstitution,
wd was ified to see that they were not sa-
tisfied to settle down in indifference, but were
actusted by a true epirit. He urged
the young men to have the vstablished evidence
of their own censciousness as to the truth of
Christisnity, 80 as to be able to ssy, ‘I know
Christisnity to be true, because I have felt it to
be true.” Honest sceptics should be met kind-
ly, snd not with a sneer. Some men found it
difficult to believe, others tn disbelieve. Tho-
mas was naturally sceptical, Jobn believing. If
God bad made them Johns, let them be thank-
ful, but pity the Thomeses. The man, however,
who got at truth through a- battle with unbeliet
would not be likely to let the truth go. No
man could be made a Christiaa by force of argu-
ment or ressoning. They might lead him to
embrace Christ in theory, but they could not
renew his heart. Conversion required s moral,
not an intellectual power. Tbey must bave a
moral force, s moral agent, snd that was the
power of the Holy Gbost. If they were the
means of rescuing ene soul it would be a greater
honour than the achievement of the greatest vic-
tory. They would thus place s gem in the Re-
deemer's diadem, and pluck a brand from the
burning, and plaat it ix the tree of life, where it
should bloom snd bring forth fruit to the praise
and glory of God.

Remarks on a Recent Roman
Catholic Tract.
No. IL
18 IT HONEST
To say that Catholics believe that man. by his
own power, can forgive sin, when the priest is
regarded by the Catholie Church only as the
agent of our Lord Jesus Christ, acting by the
power delegated to him, according to these
words, * Whose sins you shall forgive, they are
forgiven them, and whose sins you sball retain
they are retained ?” St. Jobn xx, 23.”
You complsin that Romanists are said to
“ believe that man by his own power can for-
give sin ;" but who makes such a statement ?
You set up a man of straw that you may hew
him in pieces, snd endeavour to fasten upon us
a groundless charge of misrepresentation. The
Scriptures teach us ‘o reject that which you
here state to be the doctrine of Rome.
Christ_never appointed the priests His agents
to forgive sins ; never gave them power to do
this. He spoke the words quoted above to the
Apostles afier He had breathed on them, and
said “ Receive ye the Holy Ghost.” He chose
them to preach His gospel, to proclaim authori-
tatively to the world on what terms sins shou!d
be torgiven or retained. To emable them to do
this they were filled with the Holy Ghost, and
under His inspiration they wrote and spoke, so
that their word was the word of God. The
terms in Jeremiah’s commission (i. 9-10)—*1
bave this day set thee over the nations and over
the kingdoms, to root out, and to pull down,
and to destroy, and to throw down, to build,
and to plant”—are just as plain and explicit as
those of the passage you quote ; but who ever
understood them literally, or where do you find
the prophet assuming the authority and exer-
cising the power of God's vicegerent clo.hed
with resistless might 7 The explanation is found
in the accompanying, “ I bave put my words in
thy mouth,” and more fully Jeremiah xviii, 5-17.
His authority resembled that of the Apostles in
this respect, it was declaratory and cot judicial.
He was not to be the * Governor among the
nations "{any more than they the dispensers of
pardon and salvation among the people, but as
God's mouth-piece, authoritatively to declare
the conditions on which they might expect to
prosper or perish. Accordingly we find them
calling men to repentance, declsring that there
was salvation in none other but the Lord Jesus
Christ, and assuring their bearers that all who
believe in Him are justified and forgiven, and
that they are assured of this by the comfort of
the Holy Ghost, while their lives shew that they
bave not received the grace of God in vain.
On the other hand they declare, with no un-
certain sound, that ** he that believeth not shall
be damned.” But where do we find in the Acts
or Episiles any traces of Confession and Abso-
lution as taught by the Church of Rome 7 We
do indeed read, “ Confess your faults one to
another, and pray one for another that ye may
be healed,” but that is a very different thing.
“ One to acother,”—not all the people to the
priest. Not to obtain absolution from one who
professes that Cbrist has made him his agent,
and given him power on earth to forgive sins,
but that you may pray for each other to that
merciful God who Himself, for the Saviour’s
sake, pardons the penitent.
% Not one single passage can be quoted from
the word of God to prove that the Apostles un-
derstood our Lord to have bestowed on them the
power of forgiving sins ; and on no one occa-
sion is it recorded of any one of them, that be
took on him the authority to forgive sins, which
none can forgive but God only.”
But even were it proved, which it never was
and never can be, that the Apostles bad and
used this power, it would by no means follow
that it belonged to the priests. It is easy to say
they are in the * succession ” and therefore the
same authority belongs to them ; but where is
the proof ? We read the Scriptures and we
know what the apostles were * we read history
and we learn what the pries's have too often
been. The one were “ examples to the flock,”
the others ** Lords over God's heritage.” The
one were persecuted even to death for Christ's
sake ; the others have shed the blood ot Christ’s
people. The one declared . “ The weapons of
our warfare are not carnal” : the others have
not scrupled to use imprisonment and torture,
fire and sword to convert Christians to their er-
roneous views ard opinions.

The Council of Trent, in its decree concern-
ing Absolu'ion, pronounces a solemn curse on
any one who shall affirm that priests living in
mortal sin have not the power to, forgive the
sins of others ; and declares “ that those who
contend that wicked priests have not this power
hold very erroneous sentiments” “ Erroneous
sentiments !”  Yet how natural that men in
the babit of reading the word of God shou'd
bold them ! * To the wicked G'od saitb,what hast
thou to do to declare my statutes ?” Of the wick -
ed, llome says “ He may do more than that ; he
may dispense grace and forgive sins. Whoever
shall say otherwise, let him be accursed I” 8t.
Paul gave many advices and commands as to
the duties of Chris ian ministers and people, but
he nowhere teaches us to regard wicked men as
ministers of Christ. In his epistles to the Cor-
inthians he rebukes them for many griewous
sins, How would it strike ypu if you found’a
Postseript to this effect ? * Lest you should
mistake, I add, that, should a priest be guilty ot
these things, you must still confess your sins to
bim, and obtain forgiveness from him. It
makes no difference as to this. ¢ He repre-
sents the character and discharges the func-
tions of Jesus Christ " among you. He has pow-
er to forgive you the sins which he himself
commits. It is true he is exposed to the wrath
of God, and is on the high way to perdition ; but
be is the only minister of absolution ; he holds
the keys of the kingdom of heaven ; and, unless
he opens to you, you can never enter; you can-
not obtain forgiveness of your sins in any other
way.”

“ 1 said, I will confess my transgressions unto
the Lord ; and Thou forgavest the iniquity of
my sin,”

« If we confess our sins, He is faithful acd
just to forgive us our s'ns, and to cleanse us
from all unrighteousness.”

Letter from Rev. Henry Daniel.

MR. EpITOR,—We have been gratified from
time to time of late to see in your valuable pa-
per—notices of the revival of the work of God
on several Circaits through the Conference.
We sincerely hope the fruits may preve to be
a substantial accession to the Church of Christ
and ornsments to the faith they have espoused.

My priacipal object in this communication is
to notice two or three deaths in this community
of considerable consequence tq us on this Cir-
cuit. Death have been frequest here during the
year, and it is really affecting to see so great a
number in our Churches clad in the habiliments
of mourning ; tesching us that death is no res-
pecter of persone, and sounding the monitory
note * Be ye also ready for in such an hour as
ye think not the son of man cometh.”

Boon after our arrival here we were called to
attend the funeral of Mr. George W. Browp, an
old resident of Yarmouth—but a mative of
Eogland. By persevering industry he had accu-
mulated comsiderable property ; he was a regu-
lar sttendsnt at the Methodist church, was never
backward in its support, and up to the time of
his death was one of the principal contributors
to its various funds. Yet for many years he
lived without the saving knowledge of God, and
it was not until within & few months of his de-
mise, that he united himself to the Church as a
member. He deeply regretted that he had al-
lowed so much time to pass away, without expe-
rienciog personsl religion. He felt that he migh
have done more for Ged, and have bad more
personal happiness in bis own soul, and he re-
solved to give his beart to God without further
delay. He sought the Lord with many tears,
and through faith in his divine Redeemer, ob-
taived mercy, aad died in the assured hope of
eternal life.

Not long aiter the interment of Mr. Brown,
we were called fo the funeral of Mrs. Ana Ro-
bertson, the mother of Mrs. James R, Hart.
Mrs. R. was s lady of good standing in the
Wesleyan chureh at Milton, and beloved and
respected in the community. We had but one
opportunity of seeing her before her death ; she
was then attenuated to a mere skeleton, and a
great sufferer. The light was flickering in the

socket, caocer was doiog its work of
but certsin. Yet ber confidence in God was
unshaken, and ber hope uofaltering—ashe was
patiently waiting for her change. At' length (f.le
messenger came, and sbe fell esleep in Juu-: in
sure and certain hope of a glorious resarrection
to eternal life.

Mr. Lyman Cann had been & Methodist neerly

halt a ceptury. He was converted to God at

| the sge of eighteen, and continued an unwaver-

‘ng friend to the church of bis choice to the end
of Lis life. He was a man of great energy of
character, and by industry became the possessor
of considerable wealth, He was liberal in bis
gifts to the Church of God. )

Tke old Church in Milton was built under his
direction, and the cew one, which is & credi: to
the community, found in bim one of the largest
contributors and most ¢fficient promoters. He
epjoyed the means of grace, and was found in
his place in the bouse of God on toe Sabbath
day, and at our week evening services, with
marked punctuslity. He loved the ministers of
Christ ; they and their families found at bis
house a cordial welcome. He possessed more
than ordinary discrimination ef character, and
could often detect the chaff from the wheat.—
He wss very jealous of any innovations upon
the established usages of Methodism—believirg
that if we kept our rules, our rules wculd keep
us. He regarded it as a high privilege to be
associated in church fellowship,—and in times of
sfiliction, he felt he bad the prayers and sympa-
thy of the church. Here we fear some people
greatly err; they respect 1eligion, and the minis-
ters of Christ, and to some extent are supporters
of the cause of God, yet they defer unitiog
themeelves to God's people, and thereby lose the
privilege of chbristisn communion and social
christian enjoyment.

To say that our brother was without fault
would be to say that he was more than humas.
He was naturally of a warm, ardent tempera-
ment, and sometimes there would be manifesta-
tioms of irritability, but any betrayal of warmth
of temper would be sure to be followed by sin-
cere sorrow of heart, and bumiliation before
God, his soul was diequieted within him, until
God renewed his pardocing love.

Our brother’s health has been declining for
some jears; he bad two attacks of palsy, and
more than once he had been brought nigh the
gates of death, but God in his kind Providence
raised him up again for the benefit of his family
and the csuse of religion, The second attack
prostrated bim so low that it was thought that
he would not survive it ; but he rallied, and the
effects of the seizure baving partially subsided,
bopes were entertained that a few years more
might be added to his life ; but in this we were
doomed to disappuintment. Heart disease, to
which he had long been subject, revived with
unusual imtensity, and sbortly after, another
attack of paralysis supervened, which spee lily
terminated his mortal life. I'be writer had fre-
quent opportunities of conversation aad prayer
with our friend during his sickness. We found
him fully awake to his circumstances, and al-
though there were no outbursts of ecstatic joy,
yet there was a calm trust in Jesus. His suffer-
ings were severe towards the last, yet his mind
seemed perfectiy collected ; be conversed wiih
bis family and friends with great composure,
and gave to them most sffectionate and godly
counsels.

To Mrs. Cann his ccunsels were most affec-
tionate end considerate. In conscquernce of &
fall, she hed sustained some personal injury, and
was under the care of the dcctor and sttendante.
It was deeply affecting to see the wife in one
room confined to her bed, and the husband in
the other passing through the valley of death—
by the opening of the bedroom door they could
see and spesk to each otber. He evinced to her
the warm eff: clion of @ husband. He krew that
upon ber would devolve a heavy responsibility
in the care of her family ; this he deeply felt,
and his affectionate counsels were in harmeny
with this comviction. All the children were
called to his room to receive his parting bleseing.
Those of them who were not converted to God,
he admonished most earnestly not to delay seek-
ing the salvation of their souls, and charging
them to meet him in heaven, our dear Brother
passed away from this suffering world to join
the church of the first-born in heaven, in the six-
ty-fifth year of bis age.

His funeral was numerously and respectably
attended, and the occasion was improved by an
address from the writer. Prayer was offered by
Bro. Hensigar. The remains of our friend now
lie in Yarmouth cemetery, waiting the voice of
the srcbamgel, and trump of God.—* Blessed
-are the dead who die in the Lord, from hence-
forth : yea, saith the Spirit, that they may rest
from their labors ; and tbeir works do follow
them.

Letter from a ‘‘ Border Pastor.”

MR. EDITOR,—Ever and anon our hearts are
cheered by the intelligence, conveyed to us
through the columns of the Provincial Wesl yan,
of the progress of the work of God within our
borders. This is s it ought to be. By faith
we hear the sheut of the King in our camp.
We bear the victors triumph, the saints exult,
and the angels rejoice, “ o’er sinners comirg
home;” and, though far removed from the
scenes of conquest, we catch the heavenly infla-
ence, and “ press with vigor on.” By and by
the pulse of our Conference will thrill with the
asnouncement of a ‘ large increase of member-
ship,” pronounced by the most eloquent voice
on the Continent !

But, Mr. E,, should net the * disguised angels”
be recognized and welcomed as well as tie
otaers? Should we not comsider the evil with
the good P Let me then tell you a little of my
story,—how about the middle of last July I ar-
rived, with my wife, at the * head quarters” of
my Circuit, () —bow I found but one live Me-
thodist bere, and that one umable to render us
much assistance,—how we have pulled against
wind and tide all the year; ever boping, but
vainly, to glide into some peaceful haven,—hew
my wife has had to go to her friends twice dur-
ing the year, besides changing our place of resi-
dence five times on the Circuit,—how, after all,
8 deficiency of $150—acrd I doubt, Mr. E, if
this is & ** good angel” at all!—is looking us in
the face,—kow—but I'li stop now, for you are
asking, “ how is all this?” “ What have you
done ?” Notbing at all very bad, I hope sir.
We are on the best of terms with everybody, and
ever expect to be.

But I will tel! you,—in wisdom or not in wis-
dom, I don't know which,—my Circuit was
uewly formed lsst Conference out of the poorest
part of s young man’s, and a small part of a
married man’s Circuit. As this new combina-
tion—or missionary field—was 850 poorer than
said young man’s Circuit, the people bad no
idea that a married man would be sent them,
and consequently made no arrangements for
ome; in truth, they were not able to do so, and
to-dsy are in the same position.

My Mission fleld extends over 200 square
miles and contains ¢leven preaching places. At
some of these stations there are but two or three
Moethodist families. The people are generally
Baptists. There are eight Baptist ministers
residiog within the bounds of my parish. I

| Tnen, to mend matters, [ was p sced under
the superintendance of & brother on ancther
Circuit. My chairman, however, locking at the
thing corsistently and impersoually, untied my
| hands, end let me make the best of things for

myself.

Yet all our ¢ angels ” have not bezn veiled.”
{ One bas * made Himself known " to us in
| # breaking bresd,” and has * tarried” with ue
when the dark might of disccuragement or ed-
versity bas settled upcn our hearts. Although
we have “toiled all pight in rowing,” with the
tky dsrk and lowering, the wind boisterous and
contrary, the billows fosm-capped and high, and
the storm rushing wildly past, till cur strength
was exhauited, cur courage gore, and we sank
upon our oars for eupport; we Lope yet to gain
the *“ desired haven.”

In the midst of all this we rejoice over large
snd attentive congregations, and a few * seals
to our ministry.” Where we bal but one
Methodist, we have recently formed a class of
ten perso s, mostly heads of families.

Mid sll our tears and trials we are not yet
alienated. Whither should we turn from dear
Methodism ? The time is coming—and per-
haps is not far distant—when the isolated
churches will be extinguished by their own
“ polity,” or drowned in ‘‘ much water.” But
they will find no fault, as it cannot be otherwise.
“ Rites acd ceremonies” will carry the Estab-
lishment to the Vatican. The * Mother of
Harlots” will marry M, Renan, and they wili
reside with “ German Rationaliem,” hard by the
seat of * Infidelity,” with whom they will be at
peace! But Methodism and Presbyterianism
will bless the world while the sun and moon
endure. Their bells will ring out on the air of
the millenpium morn,—their choirs will chant,
“The kingdoms of this world are become the
kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ: and
be shall reign for ever and ever.”

Now, Mr. Editor, I must lay down my pen.
I've just received the ¢ Circular” in reference
to dear Bro.

An Address for the Times.

Bishop Clark, before reading the appoint-
ments at the recent session of the Newark
Conference, made to the preachers the follow-
ing address, which was taken down at the
time«by one of our reporters :

I do not purpose to detain you with any
lengtby remarks, and yet there are one or two
thoughts to which I wish to give utterance.
And first, 1 wish to recognize and tender my
hearty thanks for the kind courtesy with which
I bave been received and treated whle among
you, and for the very kind expression you have
been pleased to place upon record with regard
to myself. Next to the approbation of God and
my own conscience, I ho!d in esteem the appro-
bation of my brethren with whom I am associat-
ed in this work of the Christian ministry ; and
so far as my services, unworthy as they are,
may have met your approbation, it is a source
of great and grateful pleasure to my own heart.

I wish to make one other remark. It is no!
needful for me, brethren, to ofler any words of
exhortation. I feel that you all comprehend
this whole subject of our economy just as fully
as I do; that your hear:s are inspired with the
spirit of self-sacrifice and devotion to the caure
of the blessed Redeemer as fully as my own
heart ; tterefore 1 do not know why I should
assume to give words of instruction or exhor-
tation to you.

I bave this also to say, that I come up to the
performance of this duty of my office with very
painful and oppressive feelings. It is, indeed,
an office from which every feeling of my nature
would shrink. Its responsibilities are such as
any mind might shrink back from. To me it
has always been one of the most painful duties
imposed upon me, the fix'ng the appoirtments
and closing up, sealing the books as it were, with
regard to the allotment and distribution of the
work for the year.

I want to say, however, that we do not come
hasti'y to these arrangements. They are mat-
ters of thought, of inquiry, upon which we seek
information from every possible source, and upon
which we seek the Divine guidance and illumi-
nation ; and over these appointments which I
shall read I can say, I have poured out my
heart to God that if we bad in any instance fal-
len into error, for it is human to err, and we
are a'l human, God by his 8)irit or Providence
wou'd rectify the error, and that we might be
guided aright. And I think I can speak on
bebalf of my colleagues in counsel that they
bave earnestly and prayerfully sought to make
the very best possible adjustment of the work
during \he coming year ; and yet, after all this,
I come up here with a painful consciousness
that some brother’s heart will be pained, that he
will receive am appointment that will seem to
him bard, and for which, perhaps, he cannot
comprehend all the reasons ; with a conscious-
ness that some family will be afflicted. For I
do recognize the fact that the companion of a
Methodist minister, she who stands by him, no-
bly bearing the burdens of this work, and
sometimes heavier burdens than he bears, tbat
she is entitled to recognition in this matter.
Many of us, perhaps, but for the unflinching
zeal and the unflnching spirit of sacrifice ani-
mating our companions, would have been tempt-
ed to turn back from the conflict. You talk
about: suffering. In one conference that I at-
tended a man that stands prominent in that
conference, who has filled posts of influence,
who has been a member of the General Confer-
ence, said to me that on one occasion, going out
on his district, he hadn’t a dollar in his pocket.
He had rough and extended mountains to tra-
vel, and at one time was reduced to such ne-
cessity (and that not in the olden time, not two
years ago) that he was obliged by the roadside
to take and shell off the corn from the cobs he
had carried along with him to feed his horse,
and thus to supply his wants. He came home
saying, “I can’t stand this any longer. His
tather-in-law was a man of wealth and business,
and several times bad urged him to desist from
a life of self-sacrifice. He came to his home,
and his wife found that he was trying to make
some arrangement for his next quarterly meet-
ing. Said she :

“ What are you going to do ?”

“ Well,” said be, “ I think I will go this week
and see your father.”

“ Now, James,” sa'd she, *‘ I know what you
are thinking about; father wants you to go
into business with him, but I tell you you must
not do it. We will toil on and suffer on. If
you can stand it [ can, and you ought to.”
Thus the wife of a Methodist minister stands
by .him, and I regard her as entitled to conside.
ration.
